In the year 1983, because of serious throat-problem, I had given 

up the desire to live anymore. I was going to be admitted into Christian Medical Hospital, Ludhiana (Punjab). On entering 

the hospital, I saw a Bill Board which said, “come to me, I will give you rest.” love your enemies and pray for those who 

persecute you” - Jesus Christ. The above message made me ask to myself. Who is Jesus? I was also in doubt whether it was 

right to love your enemies, as loving your enemies was no easy thing. To clarify these points, I purchased Bible, both in 

Hindi and English. I was surprised when I opened the book of the Lord, and see the light comes from that shows, it is not all 

like a modern text - book on morality which sets out theories and arguments and then leaves the reader to work out his own 

conclusions.

He spoke, and the power of His words filled 

the great emptiness with light, stars, water, and land. The work of God's hands is evidence of His marvelous glory. 

God just commanding and everything started to exist. No human being, no matter how powerful he might be, has 

ever demonstrated power like this.  

On the FIRST DAY, God said that there should be light and darkness. Everything was dark before this. God 

said, “Let there be light!” And the light began to shine! On the SECOND DAY, God made the sky and the earth.  

On the THIRD DAY, He commanded the water to come together to form lakes and rivers and oceans. Dry 

land appeared and God commanded that there should be grass and trees on it. On the FOURTH DAY, God made 

the sun, the moon and the stars. He spoke and then they were all there!

His happiness continues through all generations for as in Adam all die, even so in Christ all shall be made 

alive;  

to give the encouragement through the promise of the better world ahead. The Bible is full of promises that someday there 

will  be peace on earth… Ever since then, it is Satan who "deceives the whole world" (Revelation 12:9).

Living sacrifice 

to God: when Moses has died, a new leader, Joshua has been appointed.  

The book of Joshua gives a fresh breach of hope. Joshua shows how. He hints at the tone of follow. “I will never 

leave you nor for sake you. Be careful to obey all the law my servant Moses gave you... that you may be successful 

wherever you go.” Joshua 1:9. The book’s of Daniel purpose is to encourage faithful living in difficult times. Even in a 

pagan palace, Prophet Daniel remained true to the Lord. God’s blessings, he rose to the post of Prime Minister of 

Babylon. The Holy Bible offers no better model of how to live with and serve people who do not share or respect our 

beliefs.  

Prophet Daniel wants his readers to believe that God control of all, both of individual lives and of world powers. 

Suffering and exaltation is the theme of Joseph’s life, a precious example for faith in all ages. Young Joseph was repaid 

for his refusal to commit adultery by being thrown in a prison. But he trusted God. He committed his life to God care. 

God has worked in such a strange and beautiful way to make Joseph seconds in command of all Egypt. (Genesis Chapter 

39 & chapter 50:15-21). Joseph said to his brothers about their cruel treatment of him, “You meant it to me for evil but 

God meant it to me for good” (Genesis50:20).  

Joseph’s story is an example of how God works for good even in adverse circumstances (Roman 8:28). It 

challenges all believers to remain faithful to God. As we press on in our lives through the help of the Holy Spirit, we face 

many trials like Job temptations. Job lost his property, family, health, wife and friends. But he never lost faith in God. 

(Job 19:25). God never gave an explanation for the problem of suffering. He did not even inform Job of the reason behind 

it. God concentrated instead on Job's response.

Job learned that God cared about him and that God rules the world. It was enough. God does not give guarantee a life of 

luxury and ease.

AGAIN TO THE WORLD 

“When the right time came the time God decided on, He sent His son …” (Galatians 4:4) 

 “She will birth to a Son, and you shall call his name Jesus, for He will save His people from their sins.” (Math. 1:21) 

A prophecy regarding the birth of the Lord, found in Isa. 9:6-7 says, “For unto us a child is born, unto us a Son 

is given; and the government will be upon His shoulder. His name shall be called, Wonderful Counselor, Mighty 

God, Everlasting Father, and Prince of Peace.” Book Isaiah 7:14. The prophet Isaiah wrote that the savior of the 

world would be born to a virgin and be a member of the royal family of David. Even now, more than, 2,000 years, 

Jesus birth still gives cause for joy. Our feelings of celebration are gentle reminders of the remarkable moment when 

the Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us (Pl. see John 1:14). God sent His son only because of he 

knew what could happen if He did not send his son, so only to save us and free us from our sins and from the hands 

of devil/ Satan. According to the word of God, Adam and Eve did what the devil tempted them to do; and they went 

ahead and sinned against God. At that very moment, the peace they had enjoyed left them – all the peace and beauty 

which God has created was now destroyed in one act of sinning. The story of Adam and Eve, the fruit of the serpent, 

express deep and profound truths about the human situation.

There was an arrangement that she should marry a man called Joseph, a carpenter 

in Nazareth. Something very unusual happened to this girl. An angel appeared to her one day and told her that she 

was going to have a baby. This would be a very special baby because he would become the Savior of the world.  

Mary was excited and thrilled that the baby she was going to have was to be the Son of God, the Savior of the world! 

However, she was also worried. “How can I have a baby, she asked, when I am still a virgin? Don’t worry” said the 

angel, “God will work a miracle for you.” This answer helped Mary to understand the plan of God. (Luke 1:5-55).  

The angel also told Joseph, who was engaged to Mary, that Mary was going to have a baby. The Baby would be 

a special gift from God and His name should be called “Jesus”, which means a person who will save his people from their 

sin. The angel also told Joseph that he should go ahead with his plans for the wedding.  Joseph obeyed the angel. 

(Luke 1:26:35) Now all this was done that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the Lord through the prophet 

Isaiah (Isa.7-14). Prophet Micah also prophesies that the coming Messiah (Jesus) will be born in Bethlehem. 

 On the same night that Jesus was born, there were shepherds out in the fields around Bethlehem. It was late at 

night, and very dark. Suddenly, there was a very bright light. The shepherds were afraid. An angel stood in front of 

them from heaven. The shepherd had never seen an angel before this time. The angel said, “Don’t be afraid!  I bring 

you some very good news!” The Shepherd listened very closely as the angel continued, “This night the Savior, 

God’s Son, was born, right here in Bethlehem.” This news shocked those shepherds. God’s Son was born! They 

knew the promise God had given by sending His Son into the world.  The angel said to them, “if you will go to 

Bethlehem, you will find this Baby wrapped up in a cloth and lying in a manger.”  

And then suddenly many angels appeared on the hills. The angels begin to praise God saying, “Glory to God in 

the highest heaven and peace on earth to all who are pleasing Him.” (LUKE 2:1-18). The shepherd went to 

Bethlehem and saw the baby Jesus. They praised and thanked God for sending His Son. After Jesus was born in 

Bethlehem in Judea, during the time of King Herod, see, wise men from the East came to Jerusalem and asked, 

“Where is the one who has been born King of the Jews? For we have seen His star in the East and have come to 

worship Him.” When King Herod heard this he was disturbed, and all Jerusalem with him… and the star they had 

seen in the East went ahead of them until it stopped over the place where the Child was.  

When they saw the star, they were overjoyed. Some people want to know to why Jesus is called the son of God, 

as God is not a human being who may have a son. But the things which we have read, we see that Jesus is son of God 

because he was born through the power of God. (Luke 1:34).  God also gave King David a vision of the Savior’s 

suffering on the cross. (Psalm 22). The passage, like the previous one from prophet Isaiah (Isaiah 53) is very 

accurate in predicting the details of the sufferings of Jesus Christ.  

It is imagine to realizing that  

these accounts were written hundreds of years before the birth of Christ. 



THE INNOCENT LAMB 

God was using mankind’s evil to bring about the greatest example of His redeeming love for sinful man.  

“Look! The lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world” John 1:29  

 As Jesus went around the people, He did wonderful things. The blind received sight" The lame walked! The 

lepers were cleansed! Jesus forgives and heals a paralytic (Mark Chapter 2). Jesus came to Capernaum. Many 

people came to the house where He was staying. The house was full of people and they began to gather in front of 

the house. While Jesus was preaching to the crowd, some men were on the roof of the house pulling the tiles out of 

the room and making a hole in it. Everyone watched them. When they had made the hole large enough, they 

lowered a man on a cot right down in front of Jesus. This man could not walk.  

 Jesus looked at the man. Then He said, "Son, your sins are forgiven." That surprised everyone. There were 

some Jewish leaders in the crowd and they were very angry with that Jesus said. They said that only God could 

forgive sins. And so Jesus asked them a question. "Which is harder," he asked, "to tell a man that his sins are 

forgiven or to tell him to get up and walk?" Then to prove that He is really the son of God, Jesus looked at the man 

and told him to get up and walk. The man got up from his cot, picked it up and carried it out of the house. Everyone 

was surprised at this miracle.  

  Power over death (Luke 8:40-56): The power of Jesus over death is seen as He raises Lazarus from dead. On 

his arrival Jesus found that Lazarus had already been in the tomb for four days. Jesus, once more deeply moved, 

came to the tomb. It was a cave with a stone laid across the entrance. "Take away the stone," he said. "But Lord", 

said Martha, the sister of the dead man, "By this time there is a bad smell, for he has been there four days."  Then 

Jesus said, "Did I not tell you that if you believed, you would see the glory of God?" So they took away the stone.  

  Then Jesus looked up and said, "Father I thank you that you heard me. I knew that you always hear me, but I 

said this for the benefit of the people standing here, that they may believe that you sent me." When he had said this, 

Jesus called in a loud voice, "Lazarus, come out!" The dead man came out, his hands and feet wrapped with strips of 

linen, and a cloth around his face. Jesus said to them, “Take off the grave clothes and let him go” The chief Priests 

made plans to kill Lazarus too, because on His account many Jews were rejecting them and believing in Jesus. 

(John 11:45-57; 12:1-10   v.v. Imp.)   

  Crucifixion (Matthew chapter 26 to27): Jesus chose twelve special disciples who would continue the work 

which He had begun. One of these men was Judas. Judas had become more and more greedy. The chief priests and 

the scribes were looking for an opportunity to arrest him. What they were afraid to this in front of the people. Judas 

offered, if they would give him money to lead them to Jesus when He would be away from the people.   

  They gave him 30 coins of silver. The high priest immediately took Jesus to Pilate the roman governor, and 

demanded the death penalty of Jesus. Pilate, after examining Jesus, said, “I find this man innocent.” But the priests 

had persuaded the crowd and they all shouted, “Crucify him,” “Crucify him”. Finally, Pilate granted permission to 

have Jesus crucified. They put a crown of thorns on His head and they blind folded Him. Then they spit in His face 

and laughed at him and hit him. They asked him to tell who hit him. They put the huge cross in His back and made 

Him carry it out to the place of crucifixion. They laid the cross on the ground. They put His feet on the cross and 

pounded nails through his feet. Then they set the cross up and led Jesus hang there to die.  

  He is risen (Matthew chapter 28) Jesus body was put in a cave which was cut into the hillside. A very heavy 

rock was rolled over the entrance to seal the tomb. Sunday morning after the death of Jesus, some women went to 

the tomb to put perfume on Jesus body. They were worried that no one was with them to roll the huge stone away 

from the entrance. But as they approached the tomb, the ground shook with the noise of an earthquake. (Mathew 

28:1-10) A bright shining angel came from heaven and rolled the stone aside and sat on it. The angel took the 

women into the tomb. The tomb was empty. The angel said that Jesus had risen. The women were filled with joy.  

No one was more surprised than Jesus’ disciples to hear reports that the man they had seen die on Friday was 

walking around on Sunday. 

After the disciples had been  

with Jesus for 40 days, he led them to a mountain. 



JESUS APPEAR TO THE DISCIPLES  

Jesus Appear to the Disciples. He himself  

Stood among them and said to them "Peace be with you". 

They were started and frightened, thinking they saw a ghost. He said to them, "Why are you troubled, and why 

do doubts rise in your minds? Look at my hands and my feet. It is I myself! Touch me and see; a ghost does not have 

flesh and bones, as you see I have." When he had said this, he showed them his hands and feet. And while they still 

did not believe it because of joy and amazement, he asked them, "Do you have anything here to eat?"  

They gave him a piece of broiled fish. And he took it and ate it in their presence. He said to them, "This is what 

I told you while I was still with you: Everything must be fulfilled that is written about me in the Law of Moses the 

Prophets and the Psalms, "Then he opened their minds so they could understand the Scriptures. He told them, “This 

is what is written: The Christ will suffer and rise from the dead on the third day and repentance and forgiveness of 

sins will be preached in his name to all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. You are witness of these things. I am going 

to send you what my Father has promised; but stay in the city until you have been clothed with power from on high.” 

(Luke 24:36-49).  

St. Luke probably did not know Jesus personally. He wrote carefully investigation everything that Jesus began 

to do and to teach until the day he was taken up to heaven, after giving instructions through the Holy Spirit to the 

apostles he had chosen. After his suffering, he showed himself to these men and gave many convincing proofs that 

he was alive. He appeared to them over a period of forty days and spoke about the kingdom of God.  

On one occasion, while he was eating with them, he gave them this command: "Do not leave Jerusalem, but 

wait for the gift my Father promised, which you have heard me speak about. For John baptized with water, but in a 

few days you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit". So when they met together, and asked the teacher, "Lord, are 

you at this time going to restore the kingdom to Israel?" Jesus said to them: "It is not for you to know the times or 

dates the Father has set by his own authority. But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and 

you by witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth." And he said this, he was 

taken, up before their very eyes, and a cloud hid him from their sight, they were looking intently up into the sky as 

he was going, when suddenly two men dressed in white stood beside them. Men of Galilee,"  

They said, "Why do you sand here looking into the sky? This same Jesus, who has been taken from you into 

heaven, will come back in the same way you have seen him go into heaven." Then they returned to Jerusalem from 

hill called the Mount of Olives, a Sabbath day's walk from the city. When they arrived, they went up-stairs to the 

room where they were staying. Those present were Peter. John, James, and Andrew; Philip and Thomas, 

Bartholomew and Matthew; James son of Alpheus and Simon the Zealot, and Judas son of James, they all Joined 

together constantly in prayer, along with the women and Mary the mother of Jesus, and with his brothers. They were 

all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to talk in other languages.  

Dears, in the day of Pentecost, there were large crowds in Jerusalem, and had gathered around some of the 

disciples, and they had preached to them, and every one had heard what they said in their own language. The Holy 

Spirit make a possible to speak in other languages, so that whether it to be there or some distant. As we continue to 

look at Acts 2, the Holy Spirit came, the Gospel was preached, the souls were saved.  

The power of Soldier of Christ, is not the power of the sword, but the power of God, to carry the message to all 

mankind; how that had come to fulfill the many Prophecies concerning him, and to prove that he was from God, he 

had died on the cross, had been buried, and had been resurrected from the grave, had appeared before many 

witnesses and then had ascended back to the Father in heaven to reign as King of kings and Lord of lords, where he 

would remain until his second coming. Record says, “Now when they heard this, they were pricked in their heart…” 

And the Lord added to his Church to be saved. In Jerusalem those were visitors from all parts of the world who had 

come for the feast. About 3000 were baptized (Mark 16:16: Acts 2:38) from the crowd that day and declared in 

Jesus the ‘Messiah’.   

The disciples, led and empowered by the Holy Spirit, Obey Jesus 'Commission to be his witnesses  

in 'Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth' (Acts 1:8)  



SAUL PERSECUTED THE CHURCH AND WAS CHANGED BY JESUS 

Only Jesus is our joy and strength, who turned many a ‘Saul into a Paul’ 

there is no human philosophy that can achieve such changes provide such strength. 

When the disciples actually met the risen Jesus, their fear left them. Peter described Jesus as the One Mediator, 

God raised up (Acts 2:24).He also said, “This Jesus God has raised up, of which we all are witnesses.” As a result of 

this clear, straight forward message, 3000 people believed and were baptized that very day. “And the Lord added to 

the church daily.” Please see passage in the book Acts 2:47.  

Opposition from the Jewish religious leaders continues and becomes even stronger as they focus their hatred 

against a believer named Stephen. Although they succeed in destroying Stephen’s body, they were unable to crush 

his spirit or his love for Jesus. Stephen becomes the first of many in the church to die as martyr, giving his life 

because of his faith in Jesus Christ. As for Saul, he made havoc of the church, entering every house, and 

dragging off men and women, is committing them to prison. Saul one of the worst persecutor of the church was a 

religious Jew. Saul was converted to Christianity, after seeing a vision of Christ while traveling to Damascus. 

Saul’s name was later changed to Paul and he became one of the church’s first and greatest missionaries taking the 

good news about Jesus Christ to people in many parts of the world.  

During his journey Paul wrote half the New Testament books. His letters begins with teaching about Christ or 

the gospel, and then moves on to practical life. He wrote, Bishop then must be blameless, temperate, sober–minded 

of good behavior, hospitable, able to teach; not given to wine, not violent not greedy for money, but gentle, not 

quarrelsome. He must manage his own family well and see that his children obey him with proper respect. If 

anyone does not know how to manage his own family, how can he take care of God’s Church? He must be the 

husband of but one wife (1Timothy 3:1-12).  

St. Paul says, marriage is an institution, and it must never destroyed by divorce (1Cor. 7:10; Roman 7:1-14). He 

wrote that the Christian life of love includes not only relationships within the church, but also involves a 

commitment of ourselves to those closest to us – our families. The relationship of unity between a husband and wife 

is compared to the unity and love of Christ for His church. Divorce dissolved the original partnership and allowed 

the partners to remarry. Some conclude that divorce is the only answer. Jesus teaches about divorce (Mathew 

19:1-12; Luke 16:18). Some Pharisees came to him and tried to trap him. “Tell us,” they asked, “does our Law 

allow a man to divorce his wife?” Jesus answered, with a question, “what law did Moses give you?” Their answer 

was, “Moses gave permission for a man to write a divorce notice and send his wife away.”   

Jesus said to them, “Moses wrote this law for you because you are so hard to teach but in the beginning, at the 

time of creation, ‘God made them male and female,’ and said, ‘For this reason a man will leave his father and 

mother and be united to his wife, and the two will become one flesh’? So they are no longer two but one. Therefore 

what God has joined together, let man not separate.” St. Paul spent countless hours writing to new Churches. The 

best letters are living letters, believers themselves (2 Corinthians 3:3). He says, “Everyone must submit himself to 

the governing authorities. (Roman 13:1). The history shows that most of the believers followed his advise and 

refusing to revolt against the government no matter how hostile it became.  

He says, let us behave to all decently, and clothe yourselves with the Lord Jesus Christ. Towards the end of his 

life, St. Paul views the future as a growing struggles and how to handle a difficult assignment. He knew, his 

enemies would soon catch up with him. I asked myself, why this an educated, intelligent man suffered too much 

from the very day he accepted Jesus Christ in his life. His letters explained everything. He was telling people that 

crucified Christ was alive. That was the essence of his message.  

He was not preaching a creed and nor advocating philosophy. He speak to his internal son Timothy a lot about 

what leaders are to be and their motives (1 Timothy 4:12). St. Paul says, Christ is the, “One Mediator God and Men.” 

(2 Timothy 2:5) God was manifested in the flesh, justified in the spirit, seen by angels, preach among the Gentiles, 

believed on the world, and was taken up in glory (3:16). All those who heard him (Saul) were astonished and asked, 

“Isn’t he the man who raised havoc in Jerusalem among those who call on this name?” Acts.9:21. 

When Jesus left the disciples  

to heaven, he gave them his promise, “I will come again.” 



“I AM COMING SOON!” 

As a final word from Christ, St. John recorded, “Yes I am coming soon” (Revelation 22:20) 

Revelation gives a unique picture of Jesus Christ, and the New Testament would be incomplete without it. 

 The Gospel describes Jesus life on earth from four different viewpoints. The book of Acts resumes the story 

hinting that this history; too, show Jesus at work but in quite different form. All the letters discussed the deep 

significance of the resurrected Christ. But Revelation shows Jesus Christ from a new perspective: as the mighty 

ruler of the cosmic forces of good. Many years after Jesus Christ have returned to heaven, John the disciples of 

Jesus was exile the island of Patmos as punishment for preaching about the savior. John’s vision ended with a view 

of the glorious new heaven and the new earth. In this vision Jesus told John,  

 “I am coming soon!” (Revelation 22:20). Matthew 24 records one of Jesus longest statements about the future. 

Jesus tells his disciples about the events that will take place near the end of the age when he will come to earth again. 

His second coming will not be a humble baby but as a king with power and great glory. Dears the exact time of his 

coming is hidden from everyone except God, the heavenly Father. Jesus gives direct clues to events that will precede 

his second coming. But, almost half in the chapter consists of warnings that no one can predict the precise time of 

his coming. As per God word, whole generations since have been waiting for Jesus return. Some of the early 

believers looked for Jesus to return right away. They were sure it would be soon, they quit their jobs and waited. 

  St. Paul says, "Now brothers, about times and dates we do not need to write to you for you know very well that 

the day of the Lord will come like a thief in the night. More than two thousand years have come and gone, and still 

the Lord has not come, He could come today, tomorrow, next week, next month, next year, ten years from now, a 

thousand years from now. We just don't know. St. Peter reminds us, "But, beloved, be not ignorant of this one thing, 

that one day is with the Lord as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one day" (2 Peter 3:8). The book 

Revelation tells of Christ’s future a triumph overall the evil in the universe. This hope was needed believers by the 

first century and is still needed by us today.  

 Dears, keep in mind also the condition of the persecuted believers who first received this book (Revelation). 

They needed not a future event, but rather a word of encouragement and hope (Rev. 2:10). If Jesus had remained on 

earth then he would have been only in one place. But Jesus wanted to come and love in the hearts of all his believers. 

This is why he went up to heaven and sends his Holy Spirit. John’s gospel draws attention to the role of the Holy 

Spirit in the life of all believers. I do not know when Jesus will return, but I know that Jesus is alive. Jesus Himself 

says, “I will be with you always to the end of the age” (Matthew 28:20). He shows where to go and what to do, and 

do not. It is a special kind of light, which it helps in everywhere. He is in the world, and I hear His Voice of cheer; 

and just the time I need him, he is always near. 

 That Kidney of my cousin failed and operation for the same had to be performed on 18, July, 1996 in CMC 

Hospital, Ludhiana (Punjab). Along with my family, I prayed. God heard our prayers in a very strange way that I 

should donate my own Kidney for him. Truly, I was rejoicing for this thought, that even one vital organs of my 

body can save the life of my brother. When I tried to donate my Kidney, all of my relatives /friends prohibited me 

from doing so. The only one person, my wife came forward and prompted me to do so. My wife gave me requisite 

courage to face this ordeal and as result, I donor and donee were both cure of this sudden at this requirement. We 

decided to live for society and die for Him.  

 The full of the love and mercy of the Lord Jesus Christ who has changed our lives, and we discovered Jesus 

Christ is still alive. St. Paul, Peter and John testify in their writings that they are speaking about that which they 

have received from Jesus Christ – either by revelation or personal experience. The last book of the New Testament 

records the vision and revelations given by God to the disciple John.  

 While these revelations give us a picture of things to come in the future an also encourage us to live pure on 

earth. The final hope of every believer is to know we all spend eternity with Jesus Christ. Jesus Christ reveals 

Himself in all His beauty and glorious splendor as the living one- the first and the last. Revelation is a book for 

today, it is not just about the future, but it is really an open letter intended for all believers.  

Jesus Christ speaks to us,  

he promises to return, he gives us his grace – all his goodness and blessings. 



THE SERMON ON THE MOUNT 

Introduces the possibility of living for God 

"Your Father, who see what is done in secret, will reward you". (Matthew 6:4) 

Book Matthew Chapter 5-7 announces that the time has come for us to change not just the outside, but the 

inside. God knows that inside of us the thoughts of hatred, pride, and lust – Jesus goes onto present a 'truly way' of 

life in these three chapters, among the most analyzed in the Bible, present a fresh view of the world. 

The Sermon on the Mount introduces the possibility of living for God. At last we can bring our inner and outer 

lives together. Almost all of us live two lives : What people see outside and what is really going on inside. Every 

young man would be blest immensely if he would read and heed these timeless truths.  

Adults would do their sons and grandsons a choice favour by putting the book of Matthew in their hands. It is 

the first book of our that gives an eye witness account of life of Jesus. Being inspired of God, St. Matthew traces the 

story of Christ from birth and then gives us some of the details concerning his personal ministry. There are lessons 

on the temptations of our 'Lord Christ', the "Sermon on the mount", the valve of the soul, and so on. 

Of course, the 'Sermon on Mount' are designed and presented with the prayer that will become a believer in 

Christ; that happened after the Lord's death, burial and resurrections when the "Gospel" was preached for the first 

time on the day of 'Pentecost' in the city of Jerusalem.  

Jesus said, "Come unto me, all you that labour and are heavy lade, and I will give you rest. Take my yoke upon 

you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart; and you shall find rest unto your souls. For my yoke is easy 

and my burden is light". (Matthew 11:28-30) 

Jesus is inviting all to come to him. Man cannot save man. Even religious people are unable to save sinners. 

Jesus came from God, he is the son of God, he represents God, he is God's spokesman. St. John tells us, "In the 

beginning was the word, and the word was with God". (John 1:1).  

My dears, reading on the John 1, we observe that the word spoken of is identified as being Christ. Next, let us 

notice that God sent him into this world to die that man might be saved. We also read, "For God so loved the world, 

that he gave his only begotten son, that whosoever believe in him should not perish, but have ever lasting life.  

For God sent not his son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved". 

(John 3:16, 17). But it was not enough for to come into the world. To save man it was necessary for him to die on the 

cruel cross for the sins of mankind. "But God commends his love towards us, in that, while we were yet sinners, 

Christ died for us" (Romans 5:8).  

Again he writes, "Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus : who beings in the form of God, 

himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men : and humble 

himself, and become obedient unto death, even the death of cross" (Philippians 2:5-8).  

God has created man in his own image and spread all kinds of good and beneficial ideas among the people so 

that they may praise the creator. Jesus appointed his twelve disciples to spread his mission; they performed good 

works as it was their mission, whether people followed or not. Their works clearly shows that what kind of work 

God likes. Mission is not a class or a cast. They do the work to eradicate the evil in the society.  

Dears, Jesus not only came into this world and died on the cross for the sins of the world, but after being buried, 

he then arose three days later as a victorious Lord over death, hell and the grave, thus to be man's Saviour. After 

returning to the Father in heaven, he sat down at the right hand of God and there he remains to this day, reigning as 

king of kings and the Lord of lords. God has a big purpose for our life – a very specific and significant calling for us 

to fulfill. If we want to know how to deal with difficult people, then he tells us clearly: “Love your enemies and pray 

for those who persecute you.” St. Paul’s words in the Letter to the Romans:  

“Do not be overcome by evil, but overcome evil with good” (Roman 12:21) Dears, Peace is the outcome of a 

long and demanding battle which is only won when evil is defeated by good. 



"LOVE YOUR ENEMIES" 

     St. Luke records these words of Jesus: “It is not the healthy who need a doctor, but the sick.  

     I have not come to call the righteous, but sinners to repentance” (Luke 5:31-32). 

God choose a reluctant man named Jonah to take his message to the wicked people of the land of Nineveh. 

When these people decide to turn from their evil ways, God has mercy on them and saves them from destruction. 

God does punish evil, but his great compassion means that if there is even the slightest hint of repentance then he is 

likely to give guilty people another chance. The book of Jonah tells the story of a man whom God instructed to love 

his enemies in Nineveh. Book Jonah 4:11. The prophet Jonah did just the opposite of what God commanded. He 

refused to go the people he hated. Instead, he tried to run away from the Lord. Jonah did not want to warn Nineveh's 

citizens they were about to be destroyed. He suspected they would repent and God would forgive them.  

But God loved Nineveh. "Nineveh has more than a hundred and twenty thousand people... Should I not be 

concerned about that great city?" God wanted to save the city, not destroy it. God knew Nineveh was ripe to change. 

When Jonah finally preached there, the entire city believed and repented. Jonah needed to develop an attitude like God's 

toward his enemies. Insistently, God led Jonah to this understanding of his own mind and heart. The book of Jonah is a 

story of a miraculous change in Nineveh, but even more a story of miraculous change in Jonah. Jesus evidently believed 

would be historical (Matthew 12: 38-41, Luke 11: 29-32).  He compares his mission with that of Jonah. 

God wishes good not only for those persons who obey his commandments but also wishes good even for those 

who disobey his commandments and inflict injuries or even murder other. Saul, late known as Paul did in fact in 

prison and has killed many Christians, simply for their belief in Jesus. Jesus himself call Paul “.... a chosen vessel of 

mine”. Paul states that he did those things out of ignorance. But Jesus Christ show his long - suffering (Patience) 

with other people, by showing Paul as an example a murder of Christians, now chosen by Jesus, to carry the Gospel  

of salvation in many parts of the world. St. Paul wrote in the book 1 Corinthians 13:1-13, the characteristics of love 

are described in detail so that we can compare our own lives with standard of love which God requires from us. 

During his journey St. Paul wrote half the New Testament books. His letters begins with teaching about Christ or 

the Gospel, and move on a practical life.  

Through the centuries God has used these letters for all. If someone had asked to him (Paul), which church, 

(means the people) concerned him most; he probably would have answered, “The one with the most problems, until 

it is health. The one I have been separated longest until I return.” We commonly think of neighbors as the people 

who live near us, but Jesus meant to include all mankind – even our enemies! Jesus died while praying,  

“Father forgive them, for they do not know what they do”. St. Luke reveals most about the high priority Jesus gave to 

prayer. After his departure the disciples came to know and understand what importance of prayer was for him.  

Many- many years past my daughter  ‘Anu’ said to me at the time of offering prayers, it seemed to her as she 

was talking to the walls, she felt as nobody is neither hearing her, nor answering and nor any other thing happens. I, 

showing my full sympathy, said to my daughter that first of all see after checking your life; that-there is no 

obstacle/hindrance between you and God. When you are walking/following your own path even while knowing the 

desire of God and have knowingly become disobedient, therefore you, yourself are the reason for not feeling the 

presence of God. Today even when I talk to my daughter on this subject, she says that, “God cares for even for her 

small affairs and I am feeling peace in my married life and prayers had become part of my life”.   

Jesus wanted always to be full of God’s flavor, ready to be useful to Him, and help make the world better. The 

Book Acts, teaches the history of the Church is full of examples whose lives were transformed by the good news. 

Jesus commanded his disciples to go out, away from Jerusalem, into all the world. Go, Jesus told them, not as 

conquering armies but rather as bearers of the good news that applies to all people, all races, all nations.  

Dears, if you look to the book of Joshua must also look ahead to Jesus. In fact he chose suffering and death. The 

New Testament applying to Jesus: a king without any army, whose crown was made of thorns, how wide and long 

and high and deep is the love of Christ. Jesus extended the rule of love to even our enemies! The word of God tells 

us, anger can consume us with hatred and block out the love of God. A soft answer turns away wrath, but a harsh 

word stirs up anger (Proverbs 15:1) 

Let’s open our eyes and unite go forward. Prayer for peace- world feel of   

Nuclear Weapons , and express our heartily feel condolence to all of the victims. 



 

 

 

 

 

 

THE CHALLENGE OF THE TEN COMMANDMENTS: (EXODUS 20:13). 

A child who has lost his parents alone knows fully what was lost,  

when his parents alive, he was playing, eating, laughing, talking, crying. See the boy who is searching  

parents towards, a peace by feeling, which he does not know whom to talk or what to do 

We say that man has the power to choose his actions. God wanted man to use this freedom to always choose the good. 

God does not force us to do the right things. But he tells us what is right and what is wrong. It is well known that war is 

wrought with death, destruction and disaster-with nobody willing accept the responsibility of having caused the 

bloodshed of innocent people. There are certainly plenty of rules and regulation in the Old Testament, but they are all set 

in a form work of love. We cannot ignore the Old Testament Scriptures. In the Bible, God’s commandment, ‘You shall 

not kill’ (Exodus 20:13) a person’s life, under any circumstances.  

The challenge of the Ten Commandments: (Exodus 20:13). 

The first atomic bomb had been exploded. Atomic bomb was dropped on Hiroshima, Japan. One third of its 

population was killed or injured. Three days later in Nagasaki, Japan a second atomic bomb was dropped. One half of the 

people were killed or injured, and buildings collapse. Bodies lie in the gutter. Women howl with anguish over their dead. 

One scientist cried out, “My God, we have created hell!” The world was shocked at these events. The Lord is not happy 

even though if we are getting victory after shedding blood.  

See, the boy who is searching parents towards a place by feeling, which he does not know who to talk or what to do. 

When his parents alive, he was playing, eating, laughing, talking, crying. God says, war have gripped the world for 

centuries together; lakhs of people have to die untimely death. War by and in itself is a huge problem. How can it 

therefore solve any other problem? It is easy to start a war, but it is not to finish it. The reality is this that the modern 

weapons have made the world less secure. Till atomic weapons continue to exist in this world, such weapons will cause 

destruction of another Hiroshima and Nagasaki. We pray, the humanity may not see such ugly situation in future and the 

new generation may lead a care free life of terror of atomic weapons.  

God Says, control your temper! Jealousy, hatred and anger are not the weapons of security but on the other hand 

these are the weapons of violence. These are revengeful by causing injury against injury and murder against murder. God 

also criticized and called 'anger' equal to the horrible sin and murder. He told us in the book Matthew 5:22. Due to anger, 

the happiness of life comes to an end. Bad results always come out in getting angry. It loads the bullet in the rifle of the 

murderer and it provides poison sharpened. It damages and then destroys everything, and blows hunters on the innocent.  

Can God bring to ‘rest’ the sea brimming with anger? Bible answers this in the affirmative (Yes). When the effect of 

God's word does the work in our lives through prayer then we all conquer anger with ease. Prayers generate big results. 

We pray all that all-round peace and prosperity may dawn; shedding of blood may be stopped. Today whole world feel of 

Nuclear Weapons, and express our heartily feel condolence to all of the victims. The word of God tells us, anger consume 

us with hatred and block out the love of God. A soft answer turns away wrath, but a harsh word stirs up anger word 

(Probers 15:1) 

 A child who has lost his parents alone knows fully what was lost. He is not alone if he has new parents to love him 

and care for him. An adoptive parent understands this more than anyone. They know what it means to feel an empty 

space inside. God has revealed Himself, and teaches that God has special plan for each our lives. “For I know the plan, I 

have for you.” says the Lord. “They are plans for good and not for disaster, to give a future and a hope” (Jeremiah 29:11).

GOD CREATES THE WORLD (GENESIS 1:2-4) 

In the first chapter of the Bible 

we are told that God created the entire world in six days. 

 Satan, a fallen angel and the chief of the powers of evil, comes to Eve and Adam and tempts them to disobey God. 

They believe Satan's lies and rebel against God, plunging the whole human race into sin. The poison of the sin which had 

entered Adam and Eve was now passed on in to their two sons. Families grow, and men begin to populate the earth. But as men 

spread out, the evil of sin grows.  

THE WORLD WIDE FLOOD (GENESIS 6:11-7-24), as people begin to populate the earth, the evil within them grows 

bringing misery and death to God’s beautiful creation. God, who is holy, painfully decides to destroy mankind because of their 

great wickedness. However, God has made a promise that he would send a Savior. He must keep his promise. He finds one 

good, righteous man, whose name is Noah. God decides to save him and his family from the flood and preserve a family for 

which he can bring a savior.  

 GOD CALLS ABREHAM (GENESIS CHAPTER 12) it is now several thousand years after creation, and hundreds of years 

after the flood. Men have once again populated the earth. Most of the men were very sinful. But there is small number who still 

worship the one true God and who do not worship idols. Abraham loved and trusted God. When God was ready to build a nation 

for Himself, he came to Abraham. God promised a mighty nation would come from Abraham, when Abraham was one hundred 

years old and Sarah his wife was ninety years old, they still had no children. It was then that God gave to them a son Isaac. Isaac 

was born miraculously from parents who were much too old to have children. God continued to develop the new nation of Israel 

by giving two sons to Isaac, (Jacob and Esau) Jacob was to be part of God's plan.  

 THE STORY OF JOSEPH (GENESIS 37) Jacob had twelve sons. One of them Joseph was hated by his brothers and sold as 

a slave. For from home, in a very strange land, he was sold to work in the house of high governmental official. Joseph was for 

his refusal to commit adultery by being thrown in prison. But he trusted God. He committed his life to God care. Joseph's story 

is an example of how God works for good even in adverse circumstances (Romans 8:28). It challenges all believers to remain 

faithful to God.  God had worked in such a strange and beautiful way to make Joseph seconds in command of all Egypt. During 

the hundreds of years that the children of Israel lived in Egypt they grew into a very strong nation. After Joseph's death, the king 

of Egypt oppressed the people of Israel and made them slaves.  

 THE BIRTH OF MOSES (EXODUS 1:8-2:25) Joseph’s entire family moved to Egypt to escape the famine. They settled 

here, and lived here for hundreds of years, growing in to a very strong nation. As the people grew in number, the kings of Egypt 

began to oppress them and make them slaves. God heard their cries and decided to deliver them, through a man by the name 

Moses. When he was an old man, eighty years old God called him into service. While Israel was in the wilderness, on the way 

God gave Ten Commandments which were to govern their life. God said, “You shall not make any graven image, or any 

likeness of anything that is in heaven, on the earth, or in the water. You shall not bow down to them or serve them.” The first 

four laws showed them how to live with God. The next six laws taught about getting along with other people. When Moses 

has died, a new leader, Joshua has been appointed to lead people. Near the end of Joshua’s life, he calls all the tribes of Israel 

together to give them his final instructions.  God also rises up Samuel to be His Prophet for Israel. (1 Samuel 1:9-28 and 

2:18-26).  

 DAVID THE CHOSEN KING OVER ISRAEL (1 SAMUEL 16). God send the Prophet Samuel to anoint a young 

shepherd, named David. David was Israel’s greatest king. The book 1 Samuel tells of David's youth, and 2 Samuel focuses on 

David as king, leading, uniting, and inspiring his people. David became a living embodiment of the Israel God wanted. “I took 

you from the pasture and from following the flock to be ruler over my people”. 2 Samuel 7:8. St. Paul wrote in the book of (Acts 

13:22-25). GOD testified concerning David “I have found David son of Jesse a man after my own heart; he will do everything 

I want him to do. From this man’s descendants God has brought to Israel the Savior Jesus, as he promised. Before the coming of 

Jesus, John (Baptist) preached repentance and baptism to all the people of Israel. As John was completing his work, he said: 

who do you think I am? I am not that one. No, but he is coming after me, whose sandals I am not worthy untie.”  

 A PROPHECY REGARDING THE BIRTH OF THE LORD, FOUND IN (ISAIAH. 9:6-7) Throughout the book of Isaiah 

are many wonderful promises that Jesus Christ, the savior of the world and the son of God would be sent to deliver all people 

from their sins. PROPHET MICAH 4: 1-4: please note especially the vision of peace in chapter 4: 1-4 and prophecy about 

Bethlehem (Matthew 2:6) and refers to the birth of Jesus. Through the book, we understand that only God can bring out this 

universal peace. Heaven on earth! That’s what the Promise of Peace in the Book Micah 4:3-4, and see in the Book Revelation 

21:1-4 describes, it is ‘a new creation’. Through the Old Testament we have seen God’s promise to Abraham being brought to 

the point of final fulfillment.  

Abraham and his descendents were chosen, not because  

God loved them more than others, but because through them he was to bless the world. 



GOD FULFILLS HIS PROMISE 

God revealed himself through the Law, through the history, Through the Scriptures and through Christ. 

Jesus Christ is the complete revelation of God (Hebrews 1:1-3) and shows us God’s plan. 

GOD FULFILLS HIS PROMISE- David was Israel’s greatest king and it is from his royal family that God 

promises to bring the king of kings, Jesus Christ, to be the Savior of the world. God finally fulfilled His promise to 

Israel to bring the long awaited savior. God sent His son, not only to save Israel but the whole world from the 

judgment of sin.  

Jesus Christ was born as no other human being has ever born-he was born of a virgin, in causing Jesus to come 

in to this world in this special way.  New Testament teaching on the virgin birth, the resurrection and the ascension 

emphasizes the newness of what God did in Christ. The book of Matthew opens a whole new section of the 

bible-the New Testament. Matthew makes his intention clear from the very first sentence: he connects Jesus arrival 

with the Old Testament storyline. Jesus was a Jew, he says, the son of Abraham and also a king, the son of David. 

Matthew starts with a genealogy.  

Genealogies- long list of names. The first book in the New Testament, then, stands as the Gospel that pulls 

things together, the link between the old and the new. Unless a person communicates to us, in speech or gestures or 

even facial expressions, we can’t get to know him or her. What goes on behind the mask of skin will always remain 

a mystery. God, too, was mystery until he broke his silence. He spoke once, and all creation sprang to life – oceans, 

whales and beetles. He spoke again, says John and this time the Word took the form of a man, Jesus Christ. John’s 

book tells the story of that Word who became flesh (John 1:1-32). The Bible reveals that God always has been 

involved in the world to reconcile it to Himself.  

When God was ready to judge the world, He came to Noah. When God was ready to build a nation for Himself, 

He came to Abraham. Through Abraham’s descendents the twelve tribes of Israel were formed. When God heard 

cry of the children of Israel and decided to deliver them, he appeared to Moses. God came to Moses because of His 

purpose. In the New Testament, God sent John, the son of Zechariah, to prepare the nation for Christ and His 

Kingdom. This is true all through the Old Testament and New Testament. When God's fullness of time had come he 

redeemed a lost world, through His Son.  

The Old and New Testament are full of messages. “Gospel” is good news, and it refer to the good news that 

Jesus came from God to the Savior of a world dying from its sin. The first four books of the New Testament, 

Matthew, Mark, Luke and John, are called the Gospels because they tell about the life, death and resurrection of 

Jesus Christ. God sent the angel Gabriel to Mary, a young woman who lived with her parents in Nazareth, a small 

town in Galilee. Mary was frightened when she first saw the angel, but Gabriel said, “Fear not, Mary, for God is 

pleased with you. You will have a son and His name shall be Jesus. He will rule over the people of Jacob forever.” 

“How can I have a baby? Mary asked, “I am not married.”  

And Gabriel answered, “With God, nothing is impossible. The Holy Spirit will come upon you and cause the 

baby to be born. He will be a baby child, the son of God. Mary bowed before Gabriel, “I will serve the Lord. Let this 

happen as you have said.” The Jews had waited so long for the Messiah; that He would come to a little village like 

Bethlehem? And the poor plain people like Mary and her husband Joseph? After the shepherds had seen the child, 

they told every one of what they had seen, praising God and thanking Him for His goodness.  

When one believes, he is “born again” into the family of God. (John 3:5, II Cor. 5:17; Peter 3:21-22). Newness 

of life is the greatest gift anyone can ever receive, God allow to person to read His word for himself and to see what 

it teaches. Dears, now we are free from sin and have become slaves of God, God loves every person, and that He is 

not willing that any should perish because of sin. God shows his love in Jesus. As our shepherd, Jesus came for us 

in tender love to lead us to the water of life. “I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd lays down his life for the 

sheep” (John 10:11). The shepherd looking after his sheep, Jesus Christ used to himself (John 10:11-17; Matthew 

22:1-14). He cares, that he provides, restores, guides and protects his people. 

The fullness of life through knowing Jesus Christ, with faith,  

starts now and continues after death.   



THE BRIEF OUTLINES OF THE NEW TESTAMENT 

Before Jesus returned to heaven, he told his disciples that  

Holy Spirit would teach them all things and remained them of everything he had said to them. 

BOOK MATTHEW: The First book of the New Testament. It presents the Lord Jesus Christ as the long 

looked – for Messiah of Israel: His genealogy therefore is traced to David and Abraham. BOOK MARK: Mark 

gives a energetic account of the service of the Lord Jesus Christ, for the portrays him as the perfect Servant of God. 

He meets the need of unnumbered souls, at the perfect time and in perfect manner.  

BOOK LUKE: Here was have Jesus birth announced that comes not only to Israel, but overflows to all as well. 

BOOK JOHN: The book John is a Gospel unique in the majestic glory. Here the Lord Jesus is manifested as 

himself the Creator, the eternal, only – begotten Son of God, sent from the Father to fully reveal His glory. BOOK 

ACTS: With great power did the apostles give witness of the resurrection of the Lord Jesus. The power and working 

of the Holy Spirit is beautiful seen here. Acts 3:22-26, "For Moses truly said unto the fathers, a prophet shall the 

Lord your God raise up unto you of your brethren, like unto me; him shall you hear in things". 

BOOK ROMAN: How grand a book to establish and settle the soul and to encourage, and give the truth that 

God is the sovereign judge, absolute righteous, exposing the sin of all mankind, allowing no excuse, sparing no evil 

of whatever degree. BOOK FIRST AND SECOND CORINTHIANS: Is a valuable book to encourage and to 

strengthen collective testimony. And strongly stresses the truth of the resurrection of Christ and his coming, and 

fleshly corruption is as fully judged. BOOK GALATIANS: Connected with a "new creation", and therefore to walk 

no longer in the flesh, but in the spirit. BOOK EPHESIANS: Blessed us with every spiritual blessings in the heaven 

lies in Christ" (Ephesians 1:3). BOOK PHILIPIANS SAYS: God is even stronger than death, and that makes a 

believer's joy indestructible.  

BOOK COLOSSIANS: "Giving thanks to the Father, who made us fit for sharing the portion of the saints in 

light." (1:12-113) BOOK FIRST AND SECOND THESSALLONIANS: Is full of freshness, energy and warmth. 

Faith, love, and hope are beautifully seen throughout these books.  

BOOK FIRST AND SECOND TIMOTHY: Is written to an individual, a young man for whom St. Paul 

evidently had deep affection. He told to him, do not be ashamed to testify about our Lord, or ashamed of me his 

prisoner. But join with me in suffering for the gospel.  

BOOK TITUS: St. Paul wrote individual to Titus to search for a leader "not quick – tempered not given to 

drunkenness, not violent (1:7) BOOK PHILEMON: is a lovely indication of the joy of reconciliation. "I appeal to 

you for my son Onesimus, who become my son while I was in chains. Formerly he was useless to you, but now he 

has become useful both to you and to me." (Philemon 1:9-11) BOOK HEBREWS: Compares Jesus Christ to the 

angels, to Moses and to Abraham. Jesus is the door to heaven, where we will 'rest' in Him forever. Hebrews 4 is the 

definitive passage regarding Jesus as our 'rest'. BOOK JAMES: This book insists upon faith being shown by means 

of works, and the book tells, the believers knows well that only true, consistent Communion with the Lord can 

maintain this be humble! James orders submit to God. 

BOOK FIRST AND SECOND PETER: Shows those who suffer with Christ will also glory with him in a life 

forever free of pain. BOOK FIRST SECOND AND THIRD JOHN: St. Paul wrote directed to people who were 

already believers, that now faith should affect a person's life. God is light, he says, so walk in the light. He is spirit, 

so worship him in the proper spirit. 

BOOK JUDE: Admits this kind of letter is not his preference, but the Church was facing mortal dangers. Yet Jude 

hold out hope, can keep them slaves in God's love, and some wavering souls can still be "Snatched from the fire" (Jude 

1:21-23). "Build yourselves up in you most holy faith and pray to the Holy Spirit. Keep yourselves in God's love as 

you wait for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ to bring you to eternal life." BOOK REVELATION: Final hope was 

needed readers in the Century and is still needed by us today. I Jesus have sent my angel to testify these things to you 

in the assemblies. I am the root and offspring of David, the bright and morning Star. (Revelation 22:16) 

The spirit guided the apostles in to all  

truths and brought to their remembrance everything Jesus had said. 



THANK GOD FOR JESUS  

I believe that His power and wisdom are great and his love for us is so strong that 

He has in fact done the ‘impossible’ and has come to us in Jesus and spoken to us in the Bible. 

God’s greatest revelation of himself to us is in the life and ministry and teaching of Jesus Christ. He comes 

directly to us through the Holy Spirit. Down through the ages he has met with men and women personally: with 

Moses at the burning bush, or with others in different ways. He has revealed himself and his truth to us in the Bible.  

For example, the four gospels give us accounts of Jesus being crucified. In Romans, we find a closely argued 

explanation of what the cross really means, and of how an event on a Friday can transform our relationship with the 

living God. In His wisdom and love God has chosen to give us the rich and complex collection of history and 

theology, of poetry and prophecy, of stories of Jesus and personal letters, as a message from him to all who read or 

hear it.  

As St. Paul put it when he was writing all scripture in God- breathed or inspired by God in a Unique way (2 

Timothy 3:16). His statement that all the Old Testament, scriptures were God – breathed, he taught that they were in 

fact ‘the very words of God’ (Romans 3:2). In the way the believers of the early were able to say that the words of 

one of the Psalms were actually God speaking by the Holy Spirit through the mouth of King David (Act 4:25).  

Besides teaching that Old Testament Scriptures were inspired by God, Jesus claimed God’s authority for his 

own words (John 14:24). Throughout the New Testament the apostles were aware that the message they proclaimed 

and the teaching they gave was not theirs but God’s. They could not be silent, because they had to ‘Obey God’ (Acts 

5:29). St. Paul received his message not from any man, but by revelation from Jesus Christ. The book of Revelation 

is also called God given (Revelation 1:1).  

We find it hard to understand how the infinite God came to this world in a human body and lived among us, and 

put his words into the minds of the Bible writers so that the God- breathed message was recorded accurately in the 

pages of the Bible. Some Bible authors clearly did feel that the words they were speaking were directly God-given: 

at the giving of the Ten Commandants at Mount Sinai we are told ‘God spoke all these words (Exodus 20:1).  

When God called Ezekiel to be a prophet, then commanded him, listen carefully and take the heart all the words 

I speak to you. Go now to your countrymen and speak to them, say to them. “This is what the Sovereign Lord Says” 

(See Ezekiel 2:1 -3:11). The last book in the Bible is specifically called a God-given ‘revelation’.  

Each of the letters that claims that the messages are the very words of Jesus (Revelation Chapter 2) St. John, 

tells us that there would simply not be enough room for all the books of anyone were to try to record all the deeds of 

Jesus (John 21:25).  

Dear, it is not surprising, that we have such rich variety in the Bible. All the writers were different. They were 

individuals to their own right. They were speaking or writing for different audiences. Every Church is made with 

different personalities and different gifts.  

But the gift of Holy Spirit takes and binds us together in one fellowship and uses us all to achieve His 

purpose. Jesus for gave our sins (which only God can do) (Matthew 9:5; Luke 5:20-21. He claimed the ability to be 

present everywhere (Matthew 18:20:28”20). He said he was the source of all truth and life (John 14:6).  

At the very beginning of the Bible’s account of mankind’s creations, ‘So God created man in his own image, 

(Genesis 1:27) Here is the key factor which makes people entirely different from animals. So everyone is marked by 

God’s image. This is why murder is an outrageous offence.  

Jesus compared himself to a good shepherd who is willing to put his personal safety at risk when his sheep are 

attacked. The Bible exhorts the babes in Christ to drink the pure milk of the Word of God, in order to grow. It is God 

– given food for spiritual babes. To the Psalmist it was ‘sweeter then honey’ and “better than the gold”.  

Following Christ means going where He leads, without question. 

It means following Him all the way through thick and thin. It is life of faith and trust.  



THE LIFE OF FAITH 

St. Paul says, I pray that out of his glorious riches he may strengthen you with power through his 

Spirit in your inner being, so that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith (Ephesians chapter Three) 

The act book follows, when Jesus showed up after his death, appearances to convince each of his disciples even 

Thomas. In 40 days Jesus made enough undeniable openers, and all the disciples acted like people who had just 

witnessed the most astounding events in all history. They could not wait to tell the world about it. In the streets of 

Jerusalem and in the temple, to anyone who would listen, they cried out the news that could not be true, but was 

Jesus is alive”! The man who died has come back he is the Messiah we have been waiting for!”  

To those who heard, the message five thousand men believed (Acts 4:4) as did many priests (Acts 6:7). St. Paul, 

in his speech (Acts 22:3-21), referred back to the day he stood on the sidelines cheering as Stephen, the first 

Christian martyr, was killed. That violent scene was forever etched in Paul’s mind as remember to his former life.  

But another memory was even more powerful: the blinding light on the road to Damascus. Ever after that event 

in Damascus, St. Paul seemed determined to stun the human race as he had been stunned on the desert road. No 

matter how many nights in jail it cost him. In the book of (2 Timothy 1:7), he says, “For God did not give us a spirit 

of timidity, But a spirit of power, of love and of self – discipline By having faith in God word, we can have 

assurance and conviction, even about things we cannot see. There are many things that we cannot see, but we 

believe in them. In the Old Testament Noah believed in the power of God. God told him that there would be a flood 

that would cover the whole earth, and Noah believed.  

God so much that he built a huge boat, and ask for the saving of his family. Faith in God’s power was Noah to 

obey God. After all the flood waters dried up, Noah released the animals from the ark and offered a sacrifice to God. 

God told Noah and his family that the rainbow would be sign of this promise. Whenever rain clouds filled the sky 

and colors bridged the heavens, God would remember his covenant: that as long as the earth continued there would 

never be another Great flood. God told Abraham to take his only son and offer him as a sacrifice. He stopped 

Abraham before he harmed his son, and then God provide an animal for the sacrifice. Abraham though, believed in 

God’s power so much that he obeyed God and prepared to offer his only son as a sacrifice. Abraham believed “that 

the God was able to raise men even from dead” (Heb. 11:19).    

On the cross, there was a written notice about Jesus, which read: THIS IS THE KING OF JEWS. A one of the 

criminals, who hung, there hurled insults to Jesus. “Aren’t you the Christ? Save yourself and us!” But the other criminal 

rebuked him. “Don’t you fear God,” he said, “since you are under the same sentence? We are punished justly, for we 

are getting what we deserve. But this man has done nothing wrong.” Then he said, “Jesus remembers me when you 

come into your kingdom.” Jesus answered him, “I tell you the truth, today you will be with me in paradise.”  

Luke 23:38-43 Dears, John’s gospel describe Jesus as the eternal Word of God who became flesh. He is the 

long – awaited Jews Messiah (John 7:42). The Bible is the divine Word of God is based upon strong evidence. These 

believe is not a blind faith. God has not left man without a witness (Acts 14:17). Jesus Christ himself is the central 

person in this unified of Salvation. From Genesis to Revelation the scheme of redemption from “Someone is coming” 

to “Someone has come” to “Someone will come again.” No one but God Himself could know the future. If, 

therefore prophesies have been laterally fulfilled, only God have inspired them. St. Paul declared that as members of 

the Lord’s Church we have been purchased by the blood of Christ. He has given himself for us an offering and a 

sacrifice of God for a sweet-smelling Savior (Roman Chapter 12). He says, “Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author 

of our faith”.  

St. Peter has learned through hard experience and he is now passing to us in the book 1 Peter chapter 2 “You 

also, like living stone are being built into a spiritual house to be a holy priesthood, a holy nation, belonging to God, 

that you may declare the praises of him who called you out of darkness into wonderful light.”  Good news for those 

who feel abandoned and unloved; you are no longer foreigners and aliens, but fellow citizen With God’s people and 

members of God’s household (Ephesians 2:9). 

Dears, God is love,  

therefore we take courage to near him. 



PRAISE THE LORD! 

For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not perish,  

But have eternal life. John 3:16 is all about God’s tremendous love for each one of us.  

Today people ask if God is righteous and loving being, why then is there so much wickedness, suffering and 

sorrow.

Now Daniel so 

distinquished hiself among the administrators and the satraps by his exceptional qualities that the kind planned to set him over 

the whole kingdom.  

At this the administrators and the satraps tried to find grounds for charges against 'Daniel' in his conduct of 

government affairs, but they were unable to do so. They could find no corruption in him, because he was trust worthy and 

neither corrupt nor negligent. Finally these men said, "We will never find any basis for charges against this man 'Daniel' unless 

it has something to do with the law of his God." 

So the administrators and the satraps went as a group to the king and said; "O king 'Darius' live forever! The royal 

administrators, perfects, satraps, advisers and governors have all agreed that the king should issue and edit and enforce the 

decree that anyone who 'prays' to any god or man during the next thirty days, except to you, O king shall be thrown into the lions 

den. Now, king, issue the decree and put it in writing so that it cannot be altered in accordance with the laws of the Medes and 

persions, which cannot be repeated".  

So king Darius put the decree in writing. Now when 'Daniel' learned that the decree had been published, he went home 

to his upstairs room where the windows opened towards Jesusalem. Three times a day 'Daniel' got down on his knees and 

prayed, giving thanks to his God, just as he had done before." Abraham and Daniel had selected a particular place for making 

prayers. This place was for away from other people so that their attention may not go astray. In other words we can say this that 

they used to come near to God. They would talk to God not in the way one talks to a person at a distance but person who is 

close-by. Daniel: Surrounded by the hungry lions prayed throughout the night. Daniel excepting God, refused to make prayers 

to any other God. Daniel bending on his knees, before God because his heart was meek and kind from within.  

'The Sermon on the Mount' of Jesus makes us to be meek and kind. Jesus, began to pass on the message to his 

"disciples". Blessed are those who are meek from the heart and they will have right to live on this like king David. In the prayers, 

it is necessary to have some specific motive/motto like king David. Daniel had learnt that we should be thankful to God under 

all circumstances and at all times, because God takes care of His people. He loves all of us. One day Jesus was making prayers 

on a place. When he had made prayers, then one of His disciples asked Him, teach us how to make prayers Luke 11:1, because 

disciples had recognized the importance of prayers in the life of Jesus Christ.

Divorce resolves the original partnership and allows partner to re-marry. Divorce means handicapped children. 

Divorce means a breakdown of an institution that God joined. Let us jointly pray to God to save us from the 

clutches of Divorce. God tells us that He “hates divorce” (Malachi 2:16). Some conclude that divorce is the only 

answer. Jesus Teaches against the practice of divorce (Mark 10:2-12) The Pharisees came and asked Jesus, “Is it 

lawful for man to divorce his wife? And He answered and said to them, “What did Moses command you?” They 

said, “Moses permitted a man to write a certificate of divorce, and dismiss her”. 

And Jesus answered and said to them, “Because of the hardness of your heart, he wrote you this precept. “But 

from the beginning of the creation, God made them male and female.” For this reason a man shall leave his father 

and mother and be joined with his wife, and two shall become one flesh. “Therefore what God has joined together, 

let not man separate.”  

And in the house His disciples asked Him again about the same matter. So he said to them, “Whoever divorces 

his wife and marries another commits adultery against her. “And if a woman divorces her husband and marries 

another she also commits adultery.” So marriage is for more than a piece of paper. It involves love and trust. 

 The laws and rules in the book of the “EXODUS” show that what God desired from his followers. (Respect: 

key to a successful marriage). St. Paul wrote, in the book of Romans 7:1-14:   “Do you not know (for I speak to 

those who know the law) that the law has dominion over a man as long as he lives? For the woman who has a 

husband is bound by the law to her husband as long as he lives. But if the husband dies, she is released from the law 

of her husband. So then if, while her husband lives…” (Romans 7:1-4).  

Marriage is a lifelong exercise in relationship and commitment. God wishes that the sacred and pious 

institution of “Marriage” is for the welfare of entire mankind. The pious relation of man and woman resulting in 

Marriage should be maintained till both of them remain alive and the evil of “Divorce” should be curbed and 

eradicated altogether so that people live happy marriage and prosperous lives.

In the administrative sphere, the value of discipline is no less important. It is the duty of the peon to obey the clerk 

who has to obey his immediate officer. In this way, the whole system works and runs, everybody has to follow certain 

rules. Today we find the condition of every country pitiable. The officers do not care for government property. The clerks 

have not time to work honestly and sincerely. Markets are full of adulterated goods.  

The book of 'Proverbs' is a collection of moral and religious teachings in the form of saying and proverbs much go it 

has to do with practical, everyday concerns. It begins with the reminder that "To have acknowledge, you must first have 

reverence for the Lord", and then goes on to deal with matters not only of religion morality, but also of common sense and 

good manners. Proverbs provides God's detailed instructions affairs life, how to relate to God, parents, children, 

neighbors, and government. King Solomon, the principal author uses to handle life's issues. No skill is perfected without 

discipline.  

The last chapter of Proverbs is unique as it reveals in a good woman; a good wife, a good mother and a good neighbor. 

Her conduct, concern, speech and life stand in sharp contrast to the woman pictured in Proverbs 7. Proverbs is the most 

practical book in the Old Testament. The messages introduce the concept of wisdom in the format of a father's efforts to 

persuade his son to pursue the path of wisdom in order to achieve godly success in life and safety wisdom protects one 

from the sensuality and its consequence, from foolish practices (5-7). Wisdom is to be preferred because of its divine 

origin and rich benefits (8 & 9). Chapter 1:8 The role of children – Both of the old and new testament that children have 

the responsibility in the family – to obey their parents see also the book of Ephesians 6:1-3 "Children, obey your parents 

in the Lord, for this is right, "Honour your father and mother, which is the first commandment with promise: "that it may 

be well with you and you may live long on the earth." Proverbs is probably the most down to earth book in the Bible.  

We should try to build a great Institution which has assured  

character, not only religious, but also the law and the society whatever its form. 



ASSURANCE OF VICTORY 

Practical suggestions based on the word of God. 
Today our 'youth' face innumerable problems in the physical, mental, emotional and spiritual realm. 

Our youth, struggle to find out God's will concerning them. They want to know how to decide on certain issues of life. They 

are so eager to find victory over sin but they don't know how to get victory. The negative influences are so pressing and they are 

confused. The enemy, the devil is invading them from all sides. The basic spiritual moral and social aspects of our life with Christ. In 

John 17 Jesus said to His Father, "I do not ask to take them out of the world, but to keep them from all evil one. They are not to the 

world, even as I am not of the world…" God will give us the power to reflect His values in the culture in which He has placed us for His 

glory. God's plan for the human race includes not only every nation, tribe and family, but every individual as well. I believe that the 

Lord has a specific plan for each one of us (Psa. 40:17; 56:8; Isa. 43:1; Eph. 2:10). In the light of these scriptures we are justified in 

assuming that God has taken the trouble to think out a program for our individual life. God ruling us our own good and for the 

fulfillment of His plans for us. God has given us free will – when we recognize the will of God for our life, we are acknowledging that 

God has a glorious plan for us. God 'will' instruct us, persuade us, and to seek to lead us in the direction of His will for us.  

The four things – action, aim, discipline, reward, this reminds us that we need to be responsible and committed to enjoy a life 

of victory. But our goal is achievable, even though it is not automatic, it is available and possible. Christ is our victorious leader and 

because of His victory over sin and the power of darkness (Roman 6:8-10; Col. 2:14-15) and also through the power of the Holy Spirit 

who indwells in us (Roman 8:1-17). We can live a victorious life, "righteously and godly in the present age" (Tit. 2:12). Sin need not 

have dominion over us. Christ has broken the power of sin by assuring that sin cannot long remain the dominant influence in our lives. 

There is a way out! There is, of course, the way of victory! We should recognize the presence and power of sin all around us, but we can 

'rest' in the assurance of the victory, our Saviour has won for us. Even though our enemies have awesome power, we can rely on the 

greater power of Christ available to us always through the presence of the indwelling Holy Spirit of God. Remember, "Greater is He 

who is in us than he who is n the world" (1 John 4:4).  

There are many direct and easily comprehensible prohibiting in the Bible. In these matters our duty is simple to obey. But 

there are many other areas which God has given no direct commandments. For example, what about television and movies? There are 

no clear reference to these things in the Bible. Concerning these matters the Youngman make some personal suggestions. 1. The Lord 

is very much concerned about our mind. Col. 3:2 reminds us to get our minds on the things above. 2. It is not possible, for our minds to 

be occupied always with spiritual matters. But our great leader St. Paul does lower, provide us with a set of "whatever things are true, 

honourable, right, pure, lovable, of good report… Let your mind dwell on these things" (Phili 4:8). So when we expose ourselves 

deliberately to T.V. consider the "Philip 4:8 test". Most of the time the channels of temptation and Sin; violence and uncleanness, and 

gone language can weaken our spiritual appetite and strength. We can be easily influenced by these things and 'Satan' can take 

advantage of us. Avoid anything that can be a channel of temptation. Should believers drink alcohol? The Bible takes about in (Prov. 

20:1; Eph. 5:18; 1 Tim 3:3; Prov. 23:21). Alcohol has some medical value. If the alcohol lies in its power to produce a false, then the 

believers surely does not need it.  

When we use alcohol even in moderation, we are supporting the alcohol industry which encourages people to use (book of 

Gala. 5:16-21) reveling and drunkenness are described as works of the flesh. Cigarette smoking which has long been regarded by 

believers as unclean. "Do you not know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you" (1 Car 6:19). What about rock 

music. We must make a distinction between music and the lyrics go with it. If we simply consider the sounds and rhythm alone, then I 

believe that is a lot to be said about the moral neutrality of any music.  

The book 'Proverb' specifically warns against the sin of adultery (6:27-29; 16:32). The song of Solomon teaches the beauty 

and dignity of married love. Adultery is prohibited expressly in the Ten Commandments – Ex. 20:14. Our Lord Jesus repeated the 

commandment prohibiting adultery (MK. 10:11-19). St. Paul speaks out strongly against 'sex' outside of marriage in many letters – 1 

Car. 6:9-20; Gal 5:19-23; Eph. 5:3-12) and says, "wait until marriage", which God's plan and purpose. How can God – given drive be 

wrong when used in whichever way we want. His commandments and guidelines, for the fulfillment of those drives. Jesus Christ wants 

to share all your life by being the mediator between you and your husband or wife. He wants to unite spiritually as well as physically 

and emotionally, total commitment to Him and to each other. God has intended us to be holy only through active study of God's world. 

If God gives a life partner with whom we have perfect harmony we can count it as one of our greatest blessings.  

The Youngman give the suggestion, "Seek God's will and guidance in this matter, and wait for His time". God's will for our 

life : Jesus said, "My food is to do the will of Him who sent me" (John 4:34). In life and in death His burning passion was a fulfil l the 

Father's will. What a great example for us! "Do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that 

you may prove what the will of God is…" (Roman 12:2).

Marriage is a test, patient, kind a humble in order to make it work, 

and never be angry at the same time, never bring up mistakes of the past. Never go to sleep with an argument unsettled. 

When you have done something wrong, be ready to admit it and ask for forgiveness.  

St. Paul says: you are extremely well – blessed if you have parents who take time to explain the finer things of life to 

you, as well as to care for you in other ways. They also want you to have a good education. They want you have a happy 

time in your youth. They wish for you a life filled with joy. They are interested in your physical, mental and spiritual 

training. When they think you understand enough about ‘salvation’ and have sufficiently learned the different between 

right and wrong, they want to see you act on your own powers of thought and serious consideration to become a member 

of the body of Christ.  

Each one must act on his own to repent and be baptized for the remission of sins. You will then be raised to walk a 

new life. Another major thing present expect of you is to marry a wife high ideals and remember that marriage is not just 

for babies, and it is for keeps, that is, it is permanent. Marriage should be honored by all (Heb. 13.24; Thessalonians 4:4). 

Marriage is a type of the relationship between Christ and the Church. The relationship is one of total submission to one 

another and to the will of God. It is to be a lasting relationship – lasting “Till death do us part”. It is to picture the love, the 

total out flowing concern and the resulting trust and stability that exists between Christ and His true Church. Having 

happy and successful home as for parents and children are concerned. 

Mutual Understanding: By way of mutual understanding both indulge in the relationship of husband and wife, and 

lead happy family life; by giving birth to their children, and bring up them in all walks of life. From this, it is very clear 

that living-in-relationship is not sin.

The law ensures 

that a woman in a marriage is not at the receiving end of ‘Domestic’ violence, and never left destitute even after the 

dissolution of marriage. She is legally entitled to maintenance, and share in the property of the husband.  

Moreover, the families and society reduces the odds of dissolution of marriage they play a guiding and reconciling 

factor, and  also marriage is a legal alliance which can only be terminated through a proper legal recourse, and be 

terminated only on proper grounds, which the law prescribes, acknowledge. Even if the parents come to the courts for 

grant of ‘divorce’ on mutual agreement, the law still gives them a period to think over the consequences of the dissolution 

of the relationship, to try and resolve the disputes and live together as a couple, because the sanctity of the law lies in 

achieving social construction i.e. harmony between the interest of the individuals and those of the society.  

Whereas in a Live-in-Relationship neither the live-in-partner nor the child born out of the relationship have a legal 

right to such provisions. Dears, bible is a book of ‘Divine Authority’ and guidance, the secret things. Book ‘Romans’, 

particular in chapter 8 follows with one of the most hopeful passages in the Bible. (Roman 8:26). Dears, new world not 

come itself. We should try to build a great institution which has assured sacred character, not only religious, but also the 

law and the society whatever its form. In the book of Romans St. Paul over all presentation the end of chapter 3, called the 

need for a cure – God’s amazing grace: a complete cure is available. Chapter 1 – 3 introduces the book and gives the need 

for the goodness of the ‘gospel’ and proceeds to give practical advice, for the lives of believers. God also speaking 

through the prophet Ezekiel describes how it will happen: ‘I will give you a new heart and put a new spirit within you; I 

will take the heart of stone out of your …. and give you a heart of flesh (Ezekiel 36:26 - 27). The spirit of God will 

influence people to enthusiastically obey God from their heart, and begin to place the interest of others before their own, 

and Motto to help fellow human being. King David said, “Great peace have those who love your law” (Psalm 119:165)  

Dears, let us serving the society and fulfilling the purpose  

for which God has created us. Man is blessed to have the bible, let us look forward.

Youngman wondered as to how they could take such extreme step of divorcing each other on trifles, even 

many of them being highly educated. He told, “Husband and wife are intimate for lifetime.  

Marriage is mature in the responsibilities, and always need for responsible decisions. “What therefore God has 

joined together let not man put separate” (Mathew 19:6). Marriage is a lifetime contact. Marriage is mutual in its 

responsibilities.  Bible is a book of hope and cheer. It looks into a future and demonstrates that good will win over 

evil. God wants to be complete men living in victory.  

We have only to be careful that the house does not catch fire.” Songs of Solomon, a lovely book that glorifies 

married love when it follows His laws.

Due to anger, quarrels and disharmony in the house, enmity in the 

society and riots in the state, many people appear good and handsome/ beautiful till they don’t get angered but when 

they are flared up, they appear to be like wild animals instead of looking like human being.  

Today our houses are also being perished on account of heavy storms of anger, nudity, marriages are being 

broken freely. The numbers of divorce cases are increasing the court. God hates the sin having dirty/ lustful ideas.

Jesus first explained that ‘Moses’ permitted divorce 

because of the hardness of their hearts, but it was not God’s will form the beginning (of creation).  

God created for union together as one flesh. Death releases the surviving spouse from the marriage bond. Jesus 

sayings, that those who would be His disciples must abide in His words and observe what He taught (John 8:31-32; 

Matthew 28:18-20). Dears, if somebody offers us a billion for our wife, would be sell her.  

So the path of true love is not to receive something; it is the path of sacrificing and loving for other. The 

resurrection of Jesus Christ: because it teaches people to sacrifice for others.

With all this he had to maintain 

his own life perfect before God. His wife was not hindrance to him but she must have been a positive help.  It was an 

age when people were corrupt before God. The earth was filled with violence. Then Noah had to find three 

daughters-in-law who would fit into God’s great plan for his family (see the Book Genesis 9:9).  

When God said to Abraham, get the out of your country and from your father’s house, unto a land that I will 

show you, ‘Abraham’ took Sarah his wife and departed as the Lord had spoken. Abraham obeyed God and ‘Sarah 

obeyed Abraham.’ This home was build upon obedience to God, it was no ordinary home that Sarah had to build, 

for God had said, all the families of the earth would be blessed through it. To build such a home, both parents had to 

be growing in the Lord together. Sarah built a home where ‘Isaac’ could grow to fulfill the purposes of God.  In his 

youth he was willing to lay himself on the altar of God to be offered up for a burnt offering unto the Lord.  In this he 

resembled Jesus who laid down His life according to the will of God. Sarah and Abraham were rich people with 

many servants and much cattle but they did not set their affection on these things.

If a society denies the 

sanity-and then becomes increasing beset by divorce, free sex…and the society will inevitable decline: to continue to 

become smaller, weaker, lower to go down and down, when husbands and wives lovingly submit to the roles God 

established in marriage, they learn how to submit to God.  

Intimate loving relationships between husbands and wives teach about the relationship of Christ to the Church: 

Modern Writers and poets speak of the power and emotion of romantic love. Yet the Bible reveals that love, to its 

broadest sense, is a choice. Love is something we choose to do. God tells husbands to love their wives... In the beautiful 

explanation of the love of God expects of us; the apostle Paul describes the nature and qualities of love. “Love is patient, 

love is kind. It does not envy, it does not boast, it is not proud. It is not rude, It is not self-seeking, it is not easily angered, 

it keeps no record of wrongs.  

Love does not delight in evil but rejoices with the truth. It always protects, always truths, hopes, always perseveres. 

Love never fails” (1 Corinthians Chapter 13). Love is much more than a vague emotion or physical attraction. Genuine 

love resolves to show kindness and patience in the face of suffering. It does not return evil for evil. Full, complete love is 

the love God expects husbands to show their wives. When a husband demonstrates His love, his whole family benefits, 

his wife and children feel secure.  

Husbands must understand that even though God has given them responsibility within the family, their position of 

leadership is to be used only for the good of the family. It should never be used for selfish reasons. If we accept God’s 

instructions, we must accept His teaching on the marriage model. Dears, God places on a husband’s shoulders immense 

responsibility for leading his wife and children on gentleness and love. A loving husband and father should be sensitive to 

the desire and preference of every family member. God’s word declares that “he who finds a wife finds what is good and 

receives favor from the Lord.” The same is true for women who find loving and responsible husbands. Marriages are the 

building blocks of communities, societies and, ultimately, civilizations, A society is only as strong as its marriages and 

families.  

Children’s children are the crown of old men, the glory of children are their parents (Book Proverbs). God has 

provided us great messages whenever we read His Word command, that can improve our behavior towards all – and it can 

also changing all human beings. Our Lord Jesus died for a very specific purpose. His death made possible a future, when 

all that is wrong on earth will be set right. Our Lord call us to continue the work which he had begun on earth more 

than 2,000 years before, to complete to the special purpose of establishing God’s kingdom on earth and bringing His  

peace of human kind.

The advice of king Solomon 

is: “If you call out for insight and cry aloud for understanding and if you look for it as far silver and search for it as hidden 

treasure, then you will understand the fear of the Lord and find knowledge of God (Proverbs 2:3-5).  

May God bless our life that will influence many for eternity to “Shine as the brightness of the firmament; and 

turn many to righteousness as the stars forever and ever” (Daniel 12:3). "Discipline” Timothy was disciplined 

wisely as a child (2 Timothy 3:15). His mother and grandmother started from a baby to teach him the truths of God. 

It is not any wonder St. Paul could later pay him this high compliment: “I know of no man like – minded who can 

truly care for your state.” (Phil 2:20).  

Dears, through the scriptures, I came to know, that the Old was designed to lead men to Christ: and when Christ 

came, the Old was taken and “nailed to the cross.” See in the book Col 2:1-15, St. Paul says, “In him you were also 

circumcised, in the putting off of the sinful nature… with the circumcision done by Christ, having been buried with 

him in baptism and raised with him through your faith in power of God, who raised him from the dead for our sinful 

nature, God made you alive with Christ.  

He forgave us all our sins, having cancelled the written code, with its regulations, that was against us and that 

stood opposed to us; he took it away, nailing it to the cross. And having disarmed the powers and authorities, he 

made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over them by the cross.”  

Dears, we are now under the New Testament, or will of Christ. It is called the ‘faith’ once for all delivered. Our 

Lord Jesus Christ prayed that all of His followers might be one. The truth is, the fact that Christ adds us to His 

church (Acts 2:47). We must be “born of water and the Spirit” to enter the kingdom (John 3:5). Our great leader 

says, all believers are priests (1Peter 2:1-12). “Therefore, rid yourselves of all malice and all deceit, hypocrisy, 

envy, and slander of every kind.  

Like new born babies, crave pure spiritual milk, so that by it you may grow up in your salvation, now that you 

have tasted that the Lord is good… as you come to him, you also, like living stones, are being built into a spiritual 

house to be a holy priesthood, offering spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ . But now you are 

a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God, that you may declare the praises of 

him. Who called you out of darkness into his wonderful light?  

Once you were not a people, but now you are the people of God; once you had not received mercy, but now you 

have received mercy. I urge you, as aliens and strangers in the world, to abstain from sinful desires, which was 

against your soul. Live such good lives among the pagans that, through they accuse you of doing wrong, they may 

see your good deeds glorify God on the day he visits us.”  

Even though we walk through the valley of the shadow of death, he is described as a compassionate  

Father who loves His children, He who made us, and we are his. St. Paul says, filled with His Spirit  



FILLED WITH THE SPIRIT 

We all have need the book of Proverbs which not only to warn against a wandering heart 

but to show how to recover from it. “Be not drunk with wine, but be filled the spirit” (Eph. 5.18). 

The Proverbs is poetic, written by the King Solomon in his younger years, a book of wise instruction in 

reference to every department of personal life and conduct. It great, outstanding truth is simple this: “The fear of the 

Lord is the beginning of wisdom.” When the love of God is present, total life prosperity, imagine God, Christ and 

Holy Spirit dwelling, how are one defile his body that would harm the Lord’s temple.  

The Book proverbs contains some of the strongest warning (Prov. 23.29-35) “Who has woe, who has sorrow? 

Who go to sample bowls of mixed wine? Do not gaze at wine when it is red, when it sparkles in the cup, when it goes 

down smoothly! In the end it bites like a snake and poisons like a viper. Your eyes will see strange sights and your 

mind imagine confusing things. You will be like one sleeping on the high seas, lying on top of the rigging. “They hit 

me.” you will say, “but I’m not hurt! They beat me, but I don’t feel it!  

When will I wake up so I can find another drink?” The word of God’s clear us about the sin of drunkenness and 

declares that: “No drunkard shall inherit the kingdom of God” (unless he repent truly of his sin and leave it) “Do not 

drink wine nor strong drink (Lev. 10:9). “Wine is a mocker, strong drink is raging: and whosoever is deceived 

thereby is not wise” Prov. 31.4-6.  It is said when see the innocent suffer but they suffer at the hands of man. Strong 

drink is not food and is not essential for our wellbeing. It is intoxicating and confuses the mind of the drinker. It not 

only goes to the stomach, but also to the head, and dominates the whole person. Therefore St. Paul says: “Be not 

drink with wine, wherein is excess, but be filled with the spirit” (Eph. 5.18).  

Wine or beer turns a person’s into a peacock and a lion. When a person has drunk a little bit, pride comes into 

his heart. He thinks himself to be more clever and more handsome than anyone else. He also thinks himself to be 

rich and begins to squander his money be standing others to a drink and so wastes his money while his wife and 

children perhaps starving, in want of clothing and a proper home.  

In the eyes of other people, he is the peacock which spreads out its feathers to show off its beauty and its color, 

in the parties. After drinking a little more he begins to talk a lot about himself praising himself and mimicking others. 

When he finds that his foolish talking makes others laugh he gets more bold and talks more foolishly than ever. As 

he keeps on drinking he begins to feel as strong and as bold as a lion. He thinks he can fight anyone and is not afraid 

of anything.  

He feels like a giant and breaks and smashes everything that comes his way. He feels delighted when people run 

away in fear and terror. He begins to roar like a lion, and causes his wife and children to run away from him in fear, 

while he breaks up the home and begins to fight everybody, and is not afraid to stab with knife or to kill. The New 

Testament, list of letters ways in which the Spirit brings his power to bear on the believer’s lifestyle.  

Sin disrupts relationship. The Holy Spirit mends them. So the Bible instructs believers to make every effort to 

keep the unity of the Spirit. Our great leader St. Paul concludes, over flow with hope by the power of the Holy Spirit. 

Imagine a church composed of converted idolaters, adulterers, thieves, drunkard, Drug addiction and soon 

encountered great problems.  

St. Paul faced a huge challenge; please see in the book 1 Corinthians 6.9-11. News from St. Titus at last calmed 

to him. The Corinthians had indeed repented (2 Corinthians 7.6-10).  Dears, come to Jesus, come today, streams of 

living water are flowing from the Rock, Christ Jesus. When Jesus being on the cross, for you and me, he cried: “I 

thirst.”  

Let us therefore make every effort to do what leads to peace,  Peace and search a leader “Not quick-tempered, 

not given to drunkenness  not violent”  (Titus 1:7) The Holy Spirit reminds of the words Jesus: “Let not your heart 

be troubled, you believe in God also in me. My Father’s house is many mansions. I will come again and receive you 

unto myself that where I am you may be also” (John 14.1-4).

GOD WANTS US TO COME BACK 

The three gentle stories progressively show in the book Luke chapter 15 

The limitless love of God for those in real need, He stands ready to forgive all who turn to him. 

The whole message of the Bible is that God so loves us that he wants us to come back to him, Just as the father stood 

longing, waiting for his son to return. The Bible is the story of God’s love. Consider this story: A certain father had two 

sons. The older son was a hard-working, faithful young man who labored in the father’s fields without grumbling or 

complaining. The younger son was different, however, one day he said to his father, ‘Father, give me my share of the 

estate’, so he divided his property between them. Not long after that, the younger son got together all he had, set off for a 

distant country and there squandered his wealth in wild living.  

After he had spent everything, there was a sever famine in that whole country. So he went and hired himself out to a 

citizen of that country, who sent him to his fields to feed pigs. He longed to fill his stomach with the pods that the pigs 

were eating, but no one gave him anything. When he came to his senses, he said, ‘How many of my father’s hired men 

have food to spare, and here I am starving to death! I will set out, and go back to my father and say to him. Father, I have 

sinned against heaven and against you. I am no longer worthy to be called your son; make me like one of your hired men. 

So he got up and went to his father (Luke 15:11-20).  

Dears, just imagine how he must have felt as he set out on his trip back home? Certainly he must have felt ashamed 

for what he had done, for all hurt and pain he had caused his parents. Certainly he must have been afraid. Would the gate 

be locked? Would his father speak to him or punish him? Would his father even let him come back home after the 

embarrassment, but he noticed that the gate was not closed but open. As he drew closer he noticed that it was his father, 

looking down the road in his direction. His father saw him and started to run toward him.  

Jesus said “But while he was still long way off, his father saw him and was filled with compassion for him, he ran to 

his son, threw his arms around him and kissed him” (Luke 15: 20). The son began to talk. “Father, Father, I have sinned 

against God and against you so badly that I am not worthy to be treated as your son anymore. Would you please hire me 

back as a servant?” But in his excitement it seemed that the father hardly heard the son at all, “Servants!” he shouted. 

“Servants, come here quickly, and bring the finest robe we have put it on this boy. Bring sandals, and bring the family ring 

for his finger. Get good ready for a great feast the greatest feast we have ever had. Look at what has happened. My boy, 

my precious son he was dead; now he is alive. He has come back to me! He is here! Let us rejoice and celebrate.” So the 

son was not punished, not reprimanded, not closed out.  

The gate was open, not shut. The father was overjoyed, not angry. The son was treated as a son, not as a servant, not 

even as a criminal. The Meaning of This Story: This story, told by Jesus and found in (Luke 15:11-32). Jesus was 

illustrating the Truth, we can return to God and say to him humbly, sorry for what we have done, if we come as the son 

returned to his father, then Jesus says that God will have the same attitude toward us that the father had toward the son. 

We will be welcomed back! And God himself will wash away all our sins. He will cleanse us from everything we have 

done wrong. It will be as if our sins never existed! The Bible says, God will not always accuse, nor will his anger forever; 

he does not treat us as our sins deserve or repay us according to our iniquities. For as high as the heavens are above the 

earth so great is his love for those who fear (respect or reverence) him, as far as the east is from the west, so far has he 

removed our transgressions from us. As a father has compassion on his children, so the Lord has compassion on those 

who fear him. (Psalm 103: 9-13).  

The whole message of the Bible is that God so loves us that he wants to come back to him. Just as the father stood 

longing, waiting for his son to return, but how can God forgive our sins?  Does he just ignore them? That is not fair, as it? 

No, God does not ignore our sins. Our sins are punished. But God loves us so much that he allowed his son Jesus Christ to 

be punished for those sins. Remember the beginning of this story, “For God so loved the world that he gave his one and 

only son.....” He gave Jesus to bear the punishment for sin that we should bear. So when we return to him and confess our 

sins, he can forgive us because he tells us that all the sin we have committed has been paid for by the death of Christ on the 

cross. St. Peter, one of Jesus disciples and an important figure in the New Testament, put it this way. When many people 

asked what they could do to be saved, he said, “Repent and be baptized.” This is the wonderful Truth of the Bible that 

we can never make ourselves pleasing to God; but God himself will do this for us. Jesus says that God will have the same 

attitude towards us that the father had toward the Son. 

We will be welcomed back, and God himself will wash away all our sins. 

He will cleanse us from everything we have done wrong. (Isaiah 61:10)  



‘THE GIFT OF THE WATER OF LIFE’ 

Jesus made it very clear that he did not come to set up an earthly kingdom, 

but he does want to rule in the hearts of the all who will receive him as their Savior.(Rev.22:17) 

Jesus wants the people to know that God is searching like a shepherd and waiting like a father to receive those 

who want to come to Him. The parable of the lost sheep: Luke chapter 15: Now the tax collectors and “Sinners” 

were all gathering around to hear him. But the Pharisees and the teachers of the law muttered, “This man welcomes 

sinners and eats with them.” Then Jesus told this parable:  

“Suppose one of you has a hundred sheep and loses one of them. Does he not leave the ninety – nine in the open 

country and go after the lost sheep until he finds it? And when he finds it, he joyfully puts it on his shoulders and 

goes home. Then he calls his friends and neighbors together and says, ‘Rejoice with me; I have found my lost sheep. 

I told you that in the same way there will be more rejoicing in heaven over one sinner who repents than over ninety 

– nine righteous persons who do not need to repent.”  

The story has a special meaning for us to learn from, that God values more highly the one. The lost sheep 

represents humans like us. The three parables of the lost sheep, the lost coin, and the lost son are invitations for us 

to hear of God’s great joy when we finally come to our senses, repent and live lives that are pleasing to God. When 

we come to our senses and come back have to our Heavenly Father, we begin to find life.  

The lost coin parable to remind us of the value and purity in something that has been lost, Our Lord Jesus spoke 

parables to teach us how He loves us even when we have doing wrong, and how earnestly He desires to help us to 

repent and to come back to him. God wants all to be saved from their sins, because for the wages of sins is death, 

but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus (Roman 3:23). It is a gift Christ became our High Priest, our 

Advocate, our Mediator, and our Reconciliator.  

In the book of Hebrews Chapter 10: Day after day every priest stands and performs his religious duties; again 

and again he offers the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins. But when this priest had offered for all 

time one sacrifice for sins, since then we have a great priest; let us draw near to God with a sincere heart in full 

assurance of faith, heaving our hearts sprinkled to clean us from a guilty conscious and having our bodies washed 

with pure water. Let us hold to the faith.  

Faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see. “By faith we understand that the 

universe was formed at God’s command, so that what is seen was not made out of what was visible. By faith Noah, 

when warned about things not yet seen, by faith our father Abraham, when called to go to a place he would later  

receive as his inheritance, obeyed and went, even though he did not know where he was going. By faith he made his 

home in the Promised Land like a stranger in a foreign country; he lived in tents. For he was looking forwards to the 

city with foundations, whose Architects and builder is God------”.  

Jesus said, “I am the Resurrection and the life, he that believe in me though they were dead, yet shall they live, 

and never die. The Youngman told, ‘Paigam’ is a celebration of the joy of life the language of ‘eternal love’. He says, 

though the Jewel Thief (my father) has physically died, but spiritually, he is very much alive.  

Dears, we accept man’s testimony, but God’s testimony is greater because it is the testimony of God, which he 

has given his Son. Anyone who believes in the Son of God has this testimony in his heart: that God has given us 

eternal life, and this life is in his Son. (1 John 5:9-11). Some people want to know to why Jesus is called the Son of 

God, as God is not a human being who may have a son.  

Jesus is Son of God because he was born through the power of God (Luke 1:34). God calls for two great 

responses to his offer of new life in Jesus.  We must repent and believe, i.e. show faith. Ask, and it will be given you 

(Matthew 7:7).  Let us build up our strength in union with the Lord and his mighty power, and enjoy the fullness of 

strength in our weakness.  

May we every one of us learn how to enter into the joy of the Lord, which is our strength. 

And St. Paul says, finally my brothers, rejoice in the Lord (Philippians 3:1). 



THE MESSAGE OF RECONCILIATION! 

Lord hates divorce and a man’s covering with 

Violence and man further requests God to save him from “willful sins” and make holy then he would be blameless.

If we will keep an open mind, genuine faith will be created in our 

hearts and giving us the power to go on to do the things that will please God. According to St. Paul a weaker man is 

in need of many Rules and Regulations. The book ‘Philemon’ of the joy of reconciliation, “I appeal to you for my 

son ‘Onesimus’ who became my son while I was in jail. Formerly, he useless, but now he has become useful both to 

you and to me” (Philemon 1:9-11). The history is full examples of criminals, whose lives were transformed by the 

Good News. All the central jails all over the world are full of notorious criminals due to lack of atmosphere of 

humanity.  

The Youngman wants and desires to pour the water of life, on the dry ground, by creating an 

atmosphere of love, peace and friendship, by paying visit personally. No doubt, large scale violence has become the 

order of the day. When students get angry they burn buses and throw stones at police. We all know well that 

ultimately, these bring not prosperity but miserly and loss, the small word ‘Sin’ denotes everything foul and wicked, 

every violence, lawlessness and everything bad in human thoughts, words and deeds, it has gripped man as a cancer, 

killing every power in him to do anything good.  

Sin is the root cause for all the problems.Youngman saw horrible scene in the jail, first time. Some 

prisoners were weeping continuously for hours to remember their past, how they were leading their happy life in 

their home, when they were not separated from their dear children and wives. They all could not sleep well to about 

the events in the jail they were thinking who will now to put here (wife) arm under his head, and care for her. They 

feel all alone himself in this world. Hearing this all the Youngman showed his love and affection that God had come 

for the sinners and passing to them the copy of ‘God’s Hidden Plan’.   

Jesus told, “It is not the healthy who need a doctor, but the sick, I have not come to call the righteous, but 

sinners to repentance.” Jesus was sent from God. He is the light of the world brings people out of darkness, and sets 

them from the boundaries of sin. God calls us, to leave the old life and to begin the new. This is the Institution of 

God the Almighty. ‘Come to me, I will give you New Heart’. These wonderful words of Jesus move the heart of all 

who love truth.  

They bring comfort to the mind of man give him the power to lift himself. In the storm of life, the sincere 

heart seeks to heaven of ‘Rest’ where he will be protected from deathly hand of sin. ‘Zacchaeus’ stood up and said 

to the Lord, “Look, Lord!

While in the jail, 

they began to live reformed lives and in a family in a heavenly atmosphere, they had such a love and affection with 

one another so much so, those completed their tenure of punishment did not want to come out, due to new 

atmosphere of the jail.  

The true love has triumphed over evil, and all the barriers of Satan broken down. Satan tempts us through 

the lust of the flesh, the lust of the eye and the pride of the life. That is why we must be fortified with the word of 

God to be able to stand against devil. Satan deceives us through evil man who traps like an animal. The importance 

of peace cannot be over – emphasized, let enlightenment dawn on the masses and the terrorists may themselves 

realize, that they possessed with some evilish spirit.  

On the ‘cross’, one of the criminals said to Jesus, “remember me when you come into your kingdom.” 

Jesus answered him, “I tell you the truth, today you will be with me in paradise: (Luke 23:38-43). 



ADOPTED INTO A NEW LIFE 

 “You are no longer foreigners and aliens, 

But fellow citizens with God’s people and members of God’s household” (Ephesians 2:19) 

A big ‘Welcome Home!’ All believers have been adopted directly into the family of God. This is the good news. 

"How wide and long and high and deep is the love of Christ (Ephesians 3:18). Before we come to Christ, we are all 

dead because of our sin. It is only God's mercy and grace that makes it possible for us to be made alive in Christ. We 

are not saved by good deeds but only through faith in God's free gift of His Son to us that we receive salvation. And 

in him we too are being built together to become a dwelling in which God lives by his spirit.  

The Youngman felt, in the jail most of those are forced to run away from their houses due to the violent and 

abusive attitude of their drunkard father, separation father and mother due to divorce, and frequent quarrels enraging 

in the house, they form their family with vagabond children wandering on the roadside, and form their gang and 

spend their lives committing crimes of minor, and depending on sex and drugs. 

The people call them highway looters and gangsters and plead force fully for highest punishment. Most of us 

who have got love and affection of their parents, elder brothers, teachers, and sincere love of friends, but those 

innocent children are not having any such like support. When our children go astray: tell lies, steal, and become of 

violent behavior, we advise them to take right paths but never leave looking after them. So much so that we send 

own near relatives and friends to pursued them to bring them back to their homes and then children of the same age, 

who have not been protected by their guardians, and have not been shielded by them, and demanding highest 

punishment is a genuine demand! I am very sure, living there in jails; their hidden virtues cannot come out 

develop/flourish.  

To prevent them from committing such crimes, those children should not be left out of the support of their 

elders, and also on account of divorce by their parents. Come! We should look equally, whether they are our own 

children or such like children roaming on the road side/streets. We should reform them similarly as the 80 years old 

Pastor, gave his love and affection (in a reposing manner, to lay at 'rest') and put him on the right track. After the 

death of 'Jewel Thief', he adopted his wife and child and gave them his own name.  

Imagine a child, abandoned on the streets of a big city. His parents died on the way to the city. He cannot speak 

the language, and he is left to fend for himself. Many 'Orphans' find themselves in exactly that passage or street, or 

metal drums, to survive, the mostly steel. Our Motto should be uplift them and not make them more ‘Down 

Trodden’ Orphans Train: Pack hundreds of orphans on a train, and announce to town along the way claim a new 

son or daughter. The Orphans Train provides the message of 'Ephesians'. to capture St. Paul's enthusiasm in this 

book. Imagine the same stage in our life as a street Orphan. But one day, someone takes us and puts on a train, with 

hundreds of other such Orphans. Three days later we are selected by a kindly middle ages couples, and they quietly 

explain that you are now part of their family. Everything they have is yours to use and enjoy. At long last by some 

miracles, we have a family and a home. Jesus has adopted us. He sought us, found us, signed the papers and took us 

home (John 14:1-18).  

Jesus came as humble servant to meet the needs of God's lost and dying world. Bible is a book of hope and cheer. 

It looks into a future and demonstrates that good will win over evil. Today there is no need of putting the young men 

of the world in Jails, but need first to reform our selves and then putting them on the right track by our noble 

guidance/behavior.  Today our houses are being perished on a account of heavy of anger. There is no doubt in it that 

most of our problems are our own creation. Many couple think, "We have lost our love, we must divorc.” God says 

choose to love do not 'divorce'.  

As per God command in action, so over and later we will be pleasantly surprised to find that feeling have 

returned. "You are not longer foreigners and aliens, but fellow citizens with God's people and members of God 

household" (Ephesians 2:19). Jesus was sent from God. He is the light of the world who brings people out of 

darkness And sets them free from the boundaries of sin, He tells, look to Him as the bread of life that is everlasting, 

‘come to me’ 

St. Paul also conveys a feeling something like

St. Paul says for the message of the cross is foolishness to those who are perishing but to us who are being saved it is 

the power of God. “Brothers, think of what you were, when you were called not many of you were wise by human 

standards; not many were influential; not many were of noble birth. But God chose the foolish of the world” (1 

Corinthians 1:26-27). God’s people are called to sow the seeds of peace in all their relationship – with one another and 

within their society. It is part of the ‘Gospel’. History shows that the believers followed St. Paul’s difficult advice (Roman 

13:1). In this passage, refusing to revolt against the government no matter how hostile it became. In beginning of this 

letter to the Roman believers and again at the end he reveals to them is by explaining the basic system of salvation. Love 

must be sincere. Prophet Micah: looked straight at the darkness of his time and yet to come. “Though I have fallen, I will 

rise. Though I sit in darkness, the Lord will be my light” (Micah 7:8).  

The promise of peace in the book Micah 4:3-4, seems like through the book, Revelation 21:1-4 describes it as ‘a new 

creation’, ‘a new heart’, and ‘a new birth’. In the last two chapters of Revelation of describes a new creation. There will be 

no night and no death. Satan will disappear forever, and nothing impure will enter the new city. People will walk with 

God again. In the book of Revelation St. John records, Christ the King is also the Lamb, the One who died for us. His 

death on the cross seemingly a great defeat. “I (John) saw a new earth for the first heaven and the first earth had passed 

away, and there was no longer any sea. I saw the Holy City, the New Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, 

prepared as a bride beautiful dressed for her husband. And I heard a loud voice from the throne saying, “Now the 

dwelling of God is with men, and he will live them. They will be his people, and God himself will be with them and be 

their God. He will wipe every tear from their eyes.” 

The blessings of God in this life come through obedience to his law. “Blessed are they that do his commandments that 

they may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city.” (Rev 22:14). The apostle suggests 

to us self-control, calmness of mind, serious and sound thinking. Elders are told that they must be sober minded. Deacons 

must be sober minded. The older men and older women exhorted are to be sober minded that they may properly teach the 

way of God. “Hope onto the end.” Our hope, of course, is passed upon the promises that God has given us. St. Paul said in 

Titus 1:2 “In hope of eternal life, which God that cannot lie, promised before the world began.” If they already have it, he 

said, this is not hope at all. Baptism is an act in which the sinner shows to the world his faith in the power of the operation 

of God who raised Jesus from the grave.  

St. Paul said in Col. 2:12 “Buried with him in baptism, wherein also we are risen with him through the faith.” We 

must look to Christ alone for forgiveness of our sins, and that forgiveness is granted when we meet the conditions upon 

which it is promised. The scripture says in Col. 1:13-14 “Who was delivered us from the power of darkness, and has 

translated us into the Kingdom of his dear son in whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness of 

sins.” King David started out the Psalms by saying, “Blessed is the man that walk not in the counsel of the wicked, nor 

stand in the way of sinners, nor sit in the seat of scoffers, but his delight is in the law of the Lord; and in his law do he 

mediate day and might. He shall be like trees planted by the streams of water; that bring for its fruits in its season, its leaf 

also do not wither, and whatsoever he do shall prosper. Here the King mentioned ways that are approved of the Lord, and 

ways that are forbidden. We need to learn the ways in which we are to walk to gain the approval of Almighty God, are 

then know what the ways are wherein man shall perish. St. Peter tells us that we are merely strangers and pilgrims in this 

life (1Peter 2:11) our real home is in heaven; which is our real abiding place eternally. Our speech, dress, and all we do is 

to “become the gospel of Christ” (Phil 1:27) “For let none of you suffer as a murderer, or a thief, or an evildoer, or as a 

meddler in other men's matters; but if any man suffer as a believer, let him not be ashamed, but let him glorify God in this 

name.” (Peter 4:15-16).  

St. Paul said to the young man Timothy, “Keep yourself pure.” (1 Tim 5:27). We all want purity when it involves our 

food, oil for our cars, or when dealing in monetary affairs. We want the uncorrupted truth from those with whom we deal 

in business. It is vastly more important that we expect and demand moral purity of our husbands, wives and our children. 

God who reconciled us for himself through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation, God’s ultimate goal for all 

his children is abundant life. He never intended that we go through life focused on sins and failures, but God wants from 

us repentance. Repentance to feel sorry for and turn from sins; a common theme and message of The Old and New 

Testaments (Isaiah 1:10-18, Matthew 4:12-17, Luke 18:9-14, Acts2:38-41; Rev. 2:4-5).  

The ‘Gospel’ is for all people. The life of every 

believer has been designed by the heavenly father to fulfill a specific purpose.  



GOD’S LAWS CHANNEL PROTECT US FROM DOING WRONG   

Give us wisdom to understand our situation, and make new life in us. 

“Come to me, i will give you a new heart” (Ezekiel 11:19-20)  

God Says, “I will give them an undivided heart and put a new spirit in them, I will remove from them their heart 

a stone and give them a heart of flesh. Then they will follow my decrees and be careful to keep my laws.” The 

mention of ‘law’ reminds us that most of the Bible’s moral teaching is presented in the form of rules and regulations. 

It is not all like a modern text – book on morality which sets out theories and arguments and then leaves the reader to 

work out his own conclusions.  

The Bible’s conclusions are pre-set, either ‘Do! Or Don’t!’ The Bible rarely stops to give explanations for its 

commands. And the reason is plain enough. If God’s will fix the boundary between right and wrong, and if the Bible 

is his word, explanations are unnecessary. God does not have to justify himself to any-body. Being good is being 

like God. It is as straightforward as that. So it comes as no surprise when God’s people are told again and again in 

the Bible to copy him.  

The Old Testament’s command, ‘Be holy’ because I am holy,’ is matched by Jesus’ astonishing requirement of 

his followers, ‘Be perfect, therefore as your heavenly Father is perfect’ (Mathew 5:48). ‘Be merciful; said Jesus, 

‘just as your Father is merciful’. He demands us,’ love your enemies’ do good to them. Then your reward will be 

great, and you will be sons of the Most High, because he is kind to the ungrateful and wicked’ (Luke 6:35-36). Jesus 

clarifies his relationship to the law of Moses: “Do not think that I have to abolish the Law of the Prophets; I have not 

come to abolish them but to fulfill them.”  

An Eye for an Eye: “You have heard that it was said, ‘Eye for an eye, and tooth for tooth. But I tell you, do not 

resist an evil person. If someone strikes you on the right cheek, turn to him the other also.” Adultery: “You have 

heard that it was said, “Do not commit adultery. But I tell you that anyone who looks at women lustfully has already 

committed adultery with her in his heart.” Jesus told his followers, in the book (Matthew chapters 5, 6, 7).  St. Paul 

sums up this aspect of the Bible’s moral teaching by linking the duty to imitate God with a call to copy Jesus, who 

reflects his Father’s character perfectly. “Be imitators of God, therefore as dearly loved children and live like of love, 

first as Christ loved us and gave himself up for us as a fragrant offering and sacrifice to God, on the cross” 

(Ephesians 5:1-2).  

The Old Testament- law is so full of rules and regulations which were designed to keep God’s people separate 

from ….  Bible tells us very clearly, that the whole world is under the control of the evil one. Jesus prayed, ‘My 

prayer is not that you take them out of the world but that you protect them from the evil one (John. 17:11). St. Paul 

reminds a special kind of loving us that Jesus went to the cross when we were God’s enemies not his friends (Romans 

5:10). This is the kind of love that God’s is, and he calls his people to copy him in their own love lives. St. John, put it very 

clearly: “Dear friends, since God so loved us, we also ought to love one another”. (John 4:11). Love is grace. This is a 

difficult concept for modern, because the word has changed its meaning so completely. Bible does not mean 

gracefulness of movement, but an act or attitude of love. There are certainly plenty of rules and regulations in the 

Old Testament, but they are all set in a form work of love. That is because of the Old Testament law is covenant law.  

In the book of, Malachi 2:15-16: “I hate divorce” Says the Lord, “and I hate a man’s covering, himself with 

violence as well as with his garment.” The laws and rules in the Book of the Covenant surely do not yield a complete 

picture of life in a nation bound to God. But the covenant, and the context in which it came show much about but 

God desired from his followers. Obeying God’s law is no slavery – rather it is freedom. “I run in path of your 

commands, for you have set my heart free” (Psalm 119:32). Psalm 119 is a passionate love poem about God’s law. 

King David said, “Your word is lamp unto my feet, and a light unto my path” We remember David more far his 

devotion to God than for his military achievements. As we explore the implication of God’s commandments for our 

lives; we will be surprised to discovered that they are not the burden; they are often made to appear, His words is the 

key to His blessing upon our family, community and nation. The Psalmist does not see God’s law as a rigid rulebook, 

but he hears God’s loving voice. 

We all admit that rules are necessary. The word “Law” doesn’t merely mean rules.  

It expresses the totality of God’s written instructions. 



B O O K  P R O V E R B S  

The Turning Point 

A weaker man is a need of many rules and regulations.  

If we call out for insight and cry aloud for understanding, and if you look for it as for silver and search for it as for 

hidden treasure, then you will understanding the fear of the Lord and find the knowledge of God (Prov. 2:3-5) Some of the 

advice seems particularly well suited to young people,” Get wisdom at all costs”. It is a plea to strain our mind and ears 

searching for the wise way to live. if we take the book ‘PROVERS’ as a whole, it teaches depends on a healthy respect for 

God.  

Those who choose to live by Proverbs will get success and safety, and more. The Proverbs of Solomon son of David, 

King of Israel: listen and add to their learning, and the discerning get guidance – for understanding proverbs and parables, 

the saying and riddles of the wise. The fear of the Lord is the beginning of Knowledge, but fools, despise wisdom and 

discipline. Warning against Enticement, Warning against Rejecting wisdoms, Moral Benefits of wisdom, Wisdoms is 

Supreme, Warning against Adultery, Warning against Folly. Invitation of Wisdoms and of folly, The Wife of Noble 

Character (Chapter 31) The book Proverbs also introduces; “Lady Wisdom,” and explains what She can do for you. 

Proverbs: The aims of this book were written to be lived not just studied. We can see this in the way Scripture speaks 

about in practical everyday living, and to move to do something. We find also in the writing of the Old Testament 

prophets. The truths they have to tell about God; that he is Creator, Sovereign, and Holy. They were only reminding them 

of thing which were part of God’s original agreement with them. God want to say for all time and to every generation. If 

this is so, the laws God gave through Moses on Mount Sinai were not just for the people of Israel; they have something to 

say to us today, too.  

Do not commit adultery, do not murder, do not steal and to no covet. Behave decently, not in orgies and drunkenness, 

not desire eagerly to possess something that-belongs to somebody else. The book ‘Proverbs’ advise us: Train a Child in 

the way he should go, and when he is old he will not turn from it (Prov. 22:6). Proverbs calls punishment a form of love 

and says that parents who won’t discipline their children are in danger of running them (Proverbs 29:15). But that 

much-quoted maximum is only a small part of what Proverbs has to offer on the subject of bringing up Children. The over 

whelming emphasis of Proverbs is on verbal encouragement and teaching. The whole book is framed as a father words to 

his son.  

Proverbs on parents Child relationship:  “My son, do not despise the Lord’s discipline and do not resent his rebuke, 

because the Lord disciplines those he loves, as a father the son he delights in.” (3:11:12). “A wise son brings joy to his 

father’s but a foolish son grief to his mother. He who gathers crops in summer are a wise son, but he who sleeps during 

harvest is a disgraceful son (10:1, 5). “A wise son heeds his father’s instructions, but a mocker does not listen to rebuke. 

He who spares the rod hates his son, but he who loves him is careful to discipline him.”  

He who robs his father and drives out his mother, is a son who brings shame and disgrace.” (19:26) “If a man curses 

his father or mother his lamp will be snuffed out in pitch darkness.” (20:20).”Folly is bound up in the heat of a Child, but 

the rod of discipline will drive if far from him” (22:15). “Listen to your father, who gave you life, and do not despise your 

mother when She is old. Buy the truth and do not sell it, get wisdom, discipline and understanding.  

The father of a righteous man has great joy; he who has a wise son delights in him. May your father and mother be 

glad; many she who gave you birth rejoice! My son, give me your heart and let your eyes keep to my ways, for a prostitute 

is a deep pit and a way word wife is a narrow well. Like a bandit she lies in wait, and multiplies the unfaithful, among men. 

Who has woe, which has sorrow? Who has strife? Who has needless bruises? Who has bloodshot eyes?  

Those who linger over wine, who go to sample bowls of mixed wine. Do not gaze at wine when it is red, when it 

sparkles in the cup when it goes down smoothly! In the end it bites like a snake and poisons like a viper.” (23:22:33). In 

the Chapter 30; the general them of wisdom is the topics are covered. But the Youngman told by the grace of God I have 

got this opportunity to tell: Who has gone up to heaven and come downs. The Bible is truly most unique book in the world 

which comes from God. God wanted man to know, how to live for happiness. When we praise God, our thoughts turned 

naturally back to the time when God freed them from slavery and gave them A country al their own.  

In it they saw God’s pure graciousness.  

They had done nothing to win their freedom; God had done it all.   



THE FEAR OF THE LORD MEANS RIGHTEOUS LIVING 

Fear of Lord doesn’t mean fright or terror. It means “a good relationship with God”, based on respect for him 

And his commands, Here, for instance, the fear of the Lord means righteous living (PROVERBS 8:13). 

Proverbs is probably the most down to earth book in the Bible. Its education prepares us for the street and the 

marketplace. The book offers the warm advice us get by growing up in a good family; practical guidance for 

successfully making our way in everywhere.  

Advice to young people; warning against joining gangs, urgent cautions against sex outside marriage. But the 

central message of proverbs applies to anyone, old or young, “Get wisdom at all costs.” Not only sleep better, they 

succeed and become able to help their family and friends. And depends on a healthy respect for God, and get success 

and safety and more. The goal of the book (Proverbs) is to import wisdom to us.  

The book concludes with a beautiful poem in the praise of a good wife. A wife of noble character who can find? 

See in the chapter 31:10-31. “Her husband has full confidence in her and lacks nothing of value. She brings him 

good not harm, all the days of her life. She is clothed with strength and dignity. She speaks with wisdom, and 

faithful instruction is on her tongue. Charm is deceptive, and beauty is fleeting; but a woman who fears the Lord is 

to be praised.” A wife, we can assume, that will make or break her partner’s life.  

Her duties lay the foundation for the family welfare. She shares with her husband the most significant task of 

teaching their children the way of wisdom. Therefore, her character matters for more than her physical beauty. The 

book of Proverbs was written by King Solomon. Solomon asked God to give him wisdom so that he could better 

lead the people (1 King chapter 3). we have some of the greatest advised on how to live.  

The book Proverbs tells, “Listen, my son, to your father’s instructions and do not for sake your mother’s 

teaching. They will be a garland to grace your head and a chain adorns your neck. My son, if sinners entice you, 

does not give into them. If they say, “Come along with us; let’s lie in wait for someone’s blood, let’s waylay some 

harmless soul; let’s swallow them alive, like the grave, and whole, like those who go down to the pit; we will get all 

sorts of valuable things and fill our houses with plunder; throw in your lot with us, and we will share a common 

purse” – my son, do not go along with them, do not set foot on their paths; for their feet rush into sin, they are swift 

to shed blood. (Proverbs 1:8-21)  

“Wisdom calls allowed in the street, she raises her voice in the public squares; at the head of the noisy streets 

she cries out, in gateways of the city she makes her speech: How long will you simple once love you simple ways? 

My son, if you accept my words and store up my commands with in you, turning your ear to wisdom and applying 

your heart to understanding, and if you call out for insight and cried allowed for understanding, and if you look for 

it as for silver and search for it for hidden treasure, then you will understand the fear of Lord.” (PROVERBS 8:13).  

However, the general theme of wisdom is the topics are covered. Chapter 30, “I am the most ignorant of men; I 

do not have a man’s understanding. I have not learned wisdom, not have I knowledge of the Holy One. Who has 

gone up to heaven and come down? Who has gathered up the wind in the hollow of his hand? Who has wrapped up 

the waters in his clock?  Who has established all the ends of the earth? What is his name, and the name of his son? 

Tell me if you know!” 

Dears, the book of Luke tells us: when Jesus finally made and entrance, in an inconspicuous stable, the sky 

filled with singing angels. Clearly, something was brewing on planet earth. The birth of Jesus is an event that moves 

our hearts. The eternal Word became flesh and came to dwell among us (John 1:14). “No one has ascended to 

heaven but he who came down from heaven, that is, the Son of Man who is in heaven.  

And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the Son of Man be lifted up; that whoever 

believes in Him should not perish but have eternal life.”(John 3:13-16). If anyone are ever tempted to doubt Jesus’ 

resurrection, take a sober look at is changed followers in the book Acts. The book Acts graphically shows how that 

process began.  

Although there were many people who followed Jesus 

He chose twelve special disciples who would continue the work which He had begun. 



THE TEACHINGS OF JESUS 

During the three years of Jesus’ ministry. He did more than heal the sick and perform miracle. He also spend much time 

Teaching His disciples giving them instructions on how to live and lives and would be pleasing to God. 

His disciples came to him, and he began to teach them, saying: Blessed are the poor in Spirit, for theirs is the 

Kingdom of heaven. Blessed are those who mourn, for they will be comforted. Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for 

righteousness, for they will be filled. Blessed are the peacemakers, for they will be called sons of God. Blessed are those 

who are persecuted because of righteousness, for theirs is the Kingdom of heaven.  

Jesus deals with many of the basic issues of the life that are faced by all people. His teaching requires his followers to 

live that are holy and much different from the way they had lived before. Jesus teaches his disciples that they should live 

to please God and not men. He teaches the important truth that it is not out word rituals or Ceremonies or eating of Special 

foods that make a person clean before God. It is the purity of a person’s heart and mind that make one clean in God sight.  

In the chapter 10: Jesus appointed seventy – two others and sent them two by two ahead of him to every town and 

place where he was about to go. He told them, “The harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few. Ask the Lord of the 

harvest, therefore, to send out workers into His harvest field. Go! I am sending you out like a lamb among wolves. As the 

time approached for him to be taken up to heaven, Jesus did not soften his words in the face of danger; instead, he 

emphasized the severe cost of following him.  

When he prepared for departure, first he called on his people – the disciples and us – to represent him. In every sense, 

we bear his name. Dears, suffering can be used for a higher good. In Job’s case, we can see. God is not deaf to our cries 

and is in control of this world no matter how it looks. God is interested in all types of people, especially those who are 

poor and helpless, whom others regard as insignificant.  

This is good news indeed! The love of God is for everyone. Jesus begins his public ministry by quoting Isaiah 61 and 

applying it to himself. ‘The spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he has anointed me to preach good news to the poor…..’ 

(Luke 4:18) that Jesus for the outsider, with different languages or cultural backgrounds, those with wrong records be 

welcome.  

Zacchaeus was a wealthy tax collector who lived in the city of Jericho. Jesus spent the evening talking with tax 

collector, Zacchaeus announced, “I have done wrong. I have grown rich collecting too much tax money. I will give half of 

what I have to the poor. Those I have cheated, I will pay back four times over!” the good people of Jericho could not 

understand why Jesus would spend time with a dishonest person like Zacchaeus,  

“I came to find lost people and save them.” Jesus told, “The harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few”. First he 

sent out the Twelve, then 72 others, to announce his message to all who would listen. Go! I am sending you. When you 

enter a house, first say, ‘Peace to this house’ If a man of peace is there, your peace will ‘rest’ on him. Jesus tells his 

disciples that he will returned to heaven to prepare a place for them. He promises not to live his disciples alone. The Father 

Sends the Holy Spirit to be the counselor to lead into all the truth.  Near the end of Jesus life on earth, he prays to His 

heavenly Father, not only prays for himself and disciples but also for all those who will come to believe in him.  

Jesus tells, about the events that will take place near the end of age when he will come again. The exact time is hidden 

from everyone except God, the heavenly Father. A group of St. Paul’s letters already existed in the book (2 Peter 3:15).  

Through several parables that they must be ready at all times for his return to earth, Jesus knew that the time had come for 

him to fulfill, God’s purpose in sending to earth. He must suffer and die on the cross to save God’s creation from eternal 

death.  

Jesus willingly becomes the Sacrifices for the sins of mankind knowing that He would be raised to new life and return 

to be with His Father in heaven. The death of Jesus makes new life possible for all who believe that his blood paid the 

price for their sins. In the book of Matthew and John, we can see, the time of the year when the Jewish people celebrated 

the Passover feast that mankind the day of their deliverance from Egypt. Jesus prepares himself to become the 

Passover Lamb who would ‘deliver mankind’ from the Slavery and penalty of sin and save all who believe in him. As 

Jesus and his disciples eat the Passover meal together, He tells them of the new ‘Covenant’ that he is making with them.  

This Covenant would require the  

shedding of His blood as the sacrifice for the sins of mankind.  



JESUS COMFORTS HIS DISCIPLES 

The 11 fearful men with him were his hope for the world. 

Matthew chapters 5-7announce that to change not just the outside, but the inside 

All that Jesus has told his disciples was slowly setting in. Before beginning an intimate meal with his disciples, 

Jesus gave them a lesson about humility John 13:1. Last supper, with the participants arranged on one side of the 

table, St. John, focuses of emotional currents. Never before had Jesus been so direct with disciples. Around the 

table, Jesus alone fully recognized the significance of this last evening before his death. “It is for your good that I 

am going away”, Jesus said (John 16:7).  

God’s son was leaving earth to return to the Father. Jesus concluded his words with a declaration, “Take heart! 

I have overcome the world” (John 16:33). Jesus comforts his disciples. Please see in the book of John chapters 14, 

15, 16: “Do not let your hearts be troubled. Trust in God: Trust also in me.  

In my Father’s house are many rooms; if it were not so, I would have told. I am going there to prepare a place 

for you. And if go and prepare place for you, I will come back and take you to be with me that you also may be 

where I am. You know the way to the place where I am going. I will do whatever you ask in my name, so that Son 

may bring glory to the Father.   

You may ask me for anything in my name, and I will do it. Jesus promises the Holy Spirit: if you love me, you 

will obey what I command. And I will ask the Father, and will give you another Counselor to be with you forever – 

the Spirit of truth. I will not leave you as orphans; I will come to you.” Jesus Prays for Himself: after Jesus said this, 

he looked toward heaven and prayed: “Father, the time has come.  

Glory for your Son, that your Son may glorify you. For you granted him authority over all people that he might 

give eternal life to all those you have given him. Now this eternal life: that they may know you, the only true God, 

and Jesus Christ, whom you have sent. I have brought your glory on earth by completing the work you gave me to 

do. Father, I want those you have given me to be with me where I am, and to see my glory, the glory you have given 

me before the creation of the world.” God does speak to us in a wide variety of ways.  

Bible is such a rich and varied book that we could find almost anything we want it. Dears, jealousy is an ugly 

emotion, but in the same situations it is the only appropriate response. A father is jealous of his children; that is, he 

will fight never to give them go to another family. A husband is jealous of his wife; he will not share her most 

intimate love with anyone else. So God feels about his people. They belong to him and to him alone. The Devil or 

Satan lives today and that he continues to tempt people.  

He will not come to you or me in a physical form, that is, known as the devil or Satan, but he will come in 

various ways. He comes to tempt, to deceive, to mislead. Satan always comes to us at our weak points. He seeks to 

take advantage of us while we are weak physically or spiritually. It is then that he hopes to overcome us and to 

make servants out of us for his own purposes. We will not be able to overcome Satan through our own efforts or 

strength. If we are wise, we will looks to the Lord for help with him and his word will be able to defeat Satan.  

Remember, dear, that the Lord can give us for more than Satan can ever give us. Those things that Satan may 

tempt us with are of the flesh, the world, they will not last. That which Christ offers is right, good, give us the hope 

of eternal life. He says that our names are written by Him in Heaven. This is the true joy. This gives joy 

unspeakable and full of glory – a joy that no man can take from us. The joy of new birth is so wonderful, when we 

receive the gift of Salvation, and the seal of the Holy Spirit, then we will begin to know the real purpose of God in 

calling us, loving us, and giving us a Ten Commandments.  

The laws given through Moses are laws for a healthy society. St. James letter gives very practical advice about 

how to live in life. In sickness, happiness, good times and bad pray to God (James 5:10-11). God can actually use 

suffering for our benefit, although not in the way we might wish.  Jesus said I am the light of the world; he that 

follows me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life.   

I have come into the world as a light,  

so that no one who believes in me should stay in darkness John 12:46 



THE OLD TESTAMENT WRITERS AND PROPHET HAD WRITTEN ABOUT JESUS 

Although we have not seen Jesus,  

But we can believe by faith that He is the Son of God 

The sealed and guarded, the tomb could not hold back the risen Christ. God raised Jesus from the dead showing 

that He has power even over death and grave. The resurrection of Jesus Christ proved that God had accepted his 

death as complete payment for the sins of mankind. Therefore anyone who believes in Jesus Christ will have his 

destiny changed from death to life. See in the book of Matthew 27:62-66:  

The Chief Priests and the Pharisees went to Pilate. “Sir,” they said, “We remember that while he (Jesus) was 

still alive, he said, ‘After three days I will rise again’. So give the order for the tomb to be made secure until the third 

day.  

Otherwise, his disciples may come and steal the body and tell the people that has been raised from the dead. 

“Take a guard,” Pilate answered. “Go; make the tomb as secure as you know how.” So they went and made the tomb 

secure by putting a seal on the stone and posting the guard. 

After the Sabbath, on the first day the week, Mary Magdalene and the other went to the tomb. There was a 

violent earthquake, for an angel of the Lord came down from heaven and, going to the tomb, rolled back the stone 

and sat down on it. His appearance was like lightning, and his clothes were white as snow.  

The guards were so afraid of him that they shook and became like dead men. The angel said to the women, “Do 

not be afraid, for I know that you are looking for Jesus, who was crucified. He is not here; he has risen, just as he said. 

Come and see the place where he lay. Then go quickly and tell his disciples: ‘He has risen from the dead and is 

going ahead of you into Galilee. There you will see him’.  Now I have told you”  

Now the same day two of them were going to a village called Emmaus, about 7 miles from Jerusalem. They 

were talking with each other about everything that happened (Luke 24:13-49). As they talked and discussed these 

things with each others, Jesus himself came up and walked along with them; but they were kept from recognizing 

him. He asked them, “What are you discussing together as you walk along?”  

They stood still, their faces down-casts. One of them asked him, “Are you the only one living in Jerusalem who 

doesn’t know the things that have happened there in these days?” “What things?” he asked. About Jesus of Nazareth, 

they replied. “He was a prophet, powerful in word and deed before God and all the people. The chief Priests and our 

rulers handed him over to be sentenced to death, and they crucified him: but we had hoped that he was the one who 

was going to redeem Israel.  

And what is more, it is the third day. In addition some of our women amazed us. They went to the tomb early 

this morning but didn’t find his body. They came and told us that they had seen a ‘vision of angels’, who said he was 

alive. Then some of our companions went to the tomb and found it just as the women had said, but him they did not 

see.”  

He said to them, “How foolish you are, and how slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken! Did 

not the Christ have to suffered these things and then enter his glory?” And beginning with Moses and all the 

Prophets, he explained to them what was said in all the Scriptures concerning himself.   

Jesus Appears to Thomas, in the book John 20:24-31, when the other disciples told him that they had seen the 

Lord, Thomas declared, “Unless I see the nail marks in his hands and put my finger where the nails were, and put my 

hands into his side, I will not believe it.”  

A week later his disciples were in the house again and Thomas was with them. Though the doors were locked, 

Jesus came and stood among them, and said, “Peace be with you!”  Then he said to Thomas. “Put your finger here; 

see my hands. Reach out your hand and put it into my side. Stop doubting and believe.”  

Then Jesus told him, “Because you have seen me, 

You have believed; blessed are those who have not seen and yet have believed.” 



JESUS: EASTER AND MANKIND 

The whole world knows that Jesus the 'Messiah' and Easter  

are such historical events which happened amidst in this world. 

 

God has given huge power to all persons, but He never gives any right to 'life or death', so much so that a 

person cannot get rid of diseases himself. He cannot pardon any person for sins but Jesus did himself do all this. He 

resurrected many dead persons to 'life'. He gave "New life to many". He pardoned the sins of others and the sinners 

also themselves experienced this truth in their lives. In fact their sins were pardoned and as such their lives were 

changed. We come across many such like instances in our daily life but so much all happened in this world in his life 

time which created huge sensation. Who is the person that can do such miracles? Despite all this having been 

happened through his Miraculous Power. Some people do not repose faith/confidence in Him even in the present 

world too.  

As Jesus had come in physical in this world; therefore he underwent troubles and sufferings like any human 

being and has been doing so even now. We are witnessing such like historical events in our day today lives. In order 

to prove this, that he is the son of God. He has full right over "Live and Death". He resurrected Himself on the third 

day of His death. The grave where his dead body was placed became empty and many people witnessed him 

walking physically. All these historical events, we can read in the book 'Luke' in chapters 23 and 24 where these 

events find place.   

On the third day of His death, after having resurrected, he gave us 'Easter' i.e. salvation. 

No one was more surprised than Jesus disciples to hear reports that 'Jesus' they had seen die on Friday was 

walking on sunday. After the disciples had been with Jesus for 40 days, he led them to a mountain. He remarked, 

"Whosoever will have faith in Me," he will attain salvation. To repose faith in Jesus means a firm belief that He is 

the Son of God and that he got resurrected from the grave on the third day of His death. Jesus said the meek will 

inherit the earth (Matthew 5:5) and advised us to pray, that "Kingdom Come" (Matthew 6:10)  

King David was one who took on himself the suffering of his people. He even wept and cryed for the 

suffering of his enemies. "It is upto the 'rest' to decide how long can ignore these cries". "I will multiply men upon 

you. Then you shall know that I am the Lord". The wilderness and the wasteland shall be glad for them, and the 

desert shall rejoice and blossom as the rose……. and they shall see my glory. Let the peace of God rule in our hearts 

- everlasting, and the soul feels to 'rest' the case with God promise that storms would come … but we can bring 

'Peace and Hope' during these dark times. 

The last book of the New Testament also records the vision and revelations given by God to John the 

disciple of Christ. While these revelations give us a vision of the things to come in the future, and also encourage 

live pure and holy life while on earth. The final hope of every believer is to know that ultimately we all going to live 

with Jesus Christ in eternity. We need also to have boldness based upon our hope in Christ (2 Cor. 3:12). There will 

be no 'Star' in the heaven and no humble birth in a manger, but a 'Triumphant' message that every 'soul' will witness. 

Jesus said, "I and my Father are one and the same". He never said, "I am God". If He had ever said this, then it would 

have been known as to what would had happened. The wonderful news of the coming kingdom of God is the heart 

and core of Jesus Christ's message for humanity and He shall reign forever and ever!  

Then the angel showed me the river of the water of life, as clear as crystal, flowing from the throne of God 

and the Lamb down the middle of the great street of the City. On each side of the river stood the tree of the life, 

bearing twelve crops of fruit, yielding it fruit every month. And the leaves of the tree are for the healing of the 

nations. Jesus Sends out the Seventy – two: Luke Chapter 10. The Lord appointed seventy – two others and sent 

them two by two ahead of him to every town and place where he was about to go. Jesus told them, “The harvest is 

plentiful, but the workers are few. Pray the Lord of the Harvest, therefore, to send out workers into His Harvest 

Field.” Let us focus on working together, and Hope in Dreams.  

Dears, God invited us to get involved in His stupendous work. (Acts 2:38) 

Let us review God’s many promises. 



THE GREAT INVITATION 

St. Peter said, “For Christ also has once suffered for sins,  

The just for the unjust, that he might bring us to God” (1 Peter 3:18). 

He wrote this letter, late in his life, a lot had changed. Change in the words, like humble and submit. Gruff Peter 

has become a tender shepherd. He is heeding Jesus last command to him: “Feed my sheep” (John 21:17).  In the 

book, of Acts chapter 2 we read of thousands of people who were gathered in Jerusalem shortly after Christ’s death. 

St. Peter preaches to them and they believed because they were pricked in their hearts. They asked St. Peter and the 

others what they should do, he told them to repent and baptized (forgiveness) of their sins. Book Acts 2:41 teaches 

that they did as he commanded.  

Another example is found in the book Acts chapter 8. St. Philip baptized a man from Ethiopia. The man was 

riding along in a chariot and reading in the book Isaiah, a book in the Old Testament. St. Philip asked him if he 

understand what he was reading. The man said that he needed someone to teach him.  

Then St. Philip began at the scripture the man was reading and taught him about Jesus. After he has had taught 

him, they came to some water and the Ethiopian asked him if he could be baptized. St. Philip told him if he believed 

he could be baptized. The man told that he believed Jesus was Son of God. Then they both went down into the water 

and St. Philip baptized the man from Ethiopia. They then came up out of the water and Ethiopian went on his way.  

Dears, we see from the example in the book Acts that the Ethiopian (1) heard the word (2) believed the word (3) 

confessed that Jesus was God’s Son (4) and he was baptized. When we are baptized, remember this is a part of 

obeying the Gospel (Mark 16:16). And when we are saved the Lord adds us to His Church (Acts 2:47).  Man is 

blessed to have the Bible. Let us look forward: St. Paul was not one of the original twelve disciples.  

He never saw Jesus before His death and resurrection. But When Jesus appeared on the road to Damascus, he 

was getting a ‘NEW HEART” and a ‘NEW MIND”. In the book of Acts 22:14-16  St. Ananias came to Paul and he 

said, the God of our fathers has chosen you to know his will and to see the Righteous ‘One’ and to hear words from 

his mouth. You will be his witness to all men of what you have seen and heard “and now what you are waiting for? 

Get up, be baptized and wash your sins away, calling his name.”  

After baptizing, he was telling people that crucified Christ was ‘alive’ that was the essence of his message; that 

God was manifested in the flesh, justified in the spirit, seen by angels preach among the gentiles, believed on the 

world, and was taken up in glory (1 Timothy 3:16). All those who heard him, were astonished and asked, “Isn’t the 

man who raised havoc in Jerusalem among those who call on this name?” 

In his speech (chapter 22:3-21)/ St. Paul referred back to the day he stood on the sidelines cheering as Stephen, 

first Christian martyr was killed. That violent scene was forever etched in his mind as a reminder of his former life. 

But another memory was even more powerful: the blinding light on the road to Damascus. 

The new believers had no book to guide them, St. Paul wrote them about the real life. He taught them how to 

live, so their lives would show Christ.  He turned more and more to a few loyal friends, especially Timothy. To 

assure that that his work will continue, he wrote 1Timothy near the end of his life (see in the book of Philippians 

2:19-21) His all letters develops the theme of unity in breathing manner, book Roman chapters One and Seven:  

“So I find this law at work: when I want to do good, evil is right there with me” (Roman 7:21). A complete cure 

is available to all. But people would not see a cure until they know they are ill, and follows the passages, which one 

day all of creation will make perfect again.  

The promise of ultimate victory should assure us that nothing can ever separate us from God’s love. (Romans 

8:38-39). For I am convinced that neither death nor life, neither angels nor demons, neither height nor depth, nor 

anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God.  

Dears, Lord offers, the same gospel that was preached 

On the day of Pentecost and today has given us the same opportunity. 



FAITHFUL BELIEVERS 

The apostle Paul tells us in 1 Cor. 15:19, 

“If in this life only we have hope in Christ, we are of all men most miserable” 

History records that faithful believers at all times have suffered and sacrificed much for the cause of Christ. 

Dears, we might ask ourselves as to why these faithful believer men suffered so much in this life for the sake of their 

faith in Christ? They did not undergo all this hardship for any kind of personal monetary gain. When St. Paul and 

Silas were severely beaten with many stripes and were cast into prison and their feet put in stock we read in Acts 

16:25, “And at midnight Paul and Silas prayed and sang praises unto God:  

And the prisoners heard them.” All these faithful once chose such a hard life of their own free choice and the 

never had occasion to express regret over what they suffered and they never expected nor did they receive or were 

they concerned about any kind of material regard in this life. The only possible reason that can be attributed to their 

free choice of such a hard life which they endured joyfully was the hope of the most excellent blessings in life 

eternal. As stated by St. Paul if their hope in Christ was only to be confined and limited to this life only then they 

would be in the most pitiable condition.  

Jesus Christ our one and only perfect example suffered and died for the joy that was set before him as we read in 

Hebrew 12:1-2, When Stephen the first Christian martyr was arrested and brought before the Sanhedrin, the Jewish 

Court, we read in Acts 6:15, “And all that sat in the council, looking steadfastly on him, saw his face as it had been 

the face of an angel.” Stephen was in no way frightened or disturbed, he was prepared to face anything for the sake 

of Christ. Why was Stephen so Confident?  

It was the Joyous hope he had in eternal life, This hope was nor in vain as we read in Acts 7:55-56, “But he 

being full of the Holy Ghost, looked up steadfastly into heaven, and saw the glory of God, and Jesus standing on the 

right hand of God, and said, behold, I see the heavens opened, and the son of man standing on the right hand of God.” 

Stephen who steadfastly stood by the faith was finally stoned to death but the appearance of the risen Lord to him 

gave him greater strength and confidence to enable him to endure the suffering at the final moments of his life on 

earth.  

The apostles peter and John, were arrested for preaching through Jesus the resurrection of the dead. We read in 

Acts 4:1-2. The priest and the captain of the temple, and the Sadducees came upon them, being grieved that they 

taught the people, and preached through Jesus the resurrection of the dead. Peter and John were kept in prison and 

the following day they were brought before the Jewish Court. Even in this distinguished court of the Jews Peter 

without fear of any kind proclaimed in Act 4:10 saying “Be it known into you all, and to all the people of Israel, that 

by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth whom you crucified whom God raised from the dead.” St. Peter not only 

proclaimed in open court that Jesus had been raised from the dead but also accused the court of the high crime of 

crucifying Jesus, the son of God.  

The bold conduct of these simple men before a distinguished court certainly made a deep impression on the 

court as we read in Acts, 4:13. Now when they saw the boldness of Peter and John, and perceived that they were 

unlearned and ignorant men, that they had been Jesus. The Jewish court greatly perplexed by the confidence and 

boldness of Peter and John and not having found any cause to punish them, after a secret discussion among 

themselves, commanded that the apostles showed not speak at all nor teach in the name of Jesus, Peter was not going 

to accept and abide by this command and he once again with confidence addressed the court by saying in Acts 

4:19-20, “Whether it be right in the sight of God to hearken unto you more than into God, judge you.”  

St. Peter openly and publicity defied the authority of the court as he was determined to obey God whatever the 

consequences. The only possible reason we can attribute to this fearless courage of these faithful men of God and 

the terrible sufferings they underwent in their 'mission' on earth was their unshakeable faith in the risen Christ and 

their genuine hope that all sufferings in this world was a mere nothing compared with the joys in life eternal.  

The apostle Paul tells us in 1 Cor.15:19 

“If in this life only we have hope in Christ, we are of all men most miserable” 



GOD CHOSE THE CORINTHIANS 

"Brothers, think of what you were when you were called. Not many of you were wise by  

human standards; not many were influential; not many were of noble birth.  

But God chose the foolish". (1 Cor. 1:26). 

Several years later St. Paul heard reports that: Divisions in the church, court cases, the abuse of believers 

freedom, chaos in the worship services……… And the other problems the Corinthians had written him about: 

marriage and the single life, pagan festivals, behavior of women, spiritual gifts, and the resurrection of the dead. 

"Now for the matters you wrote ……." Chapter-6: Heaving a matter against another, go to law before the 

unrighteous, and not before the saints? Do you not know that the saints will judge the world? And if the world will 

be judged by you, are you unworthy to judge the smallest matters?  

St. Paul also mentions a letters written out of great distress and with many tears (7:8) not to grieve you but 

to let you know the depth of my love for you ( 2 Corinthians 2:4). Where would we keep expensive jewelry? We 

would want a safe, secure place. Yet this image comes close to the one he (Paul) used to describe his ministry: "Jars 

of clay."  

The treasure St. Paul refers to is the incredible message of the Gospel: God's good news of forgiveness and 

the promise of life forever: that treasure in people who are like "jars of clay".  

Treasures – Chapter 4 : Therefore, since through God's mercy we have this ministry, we do not lose heart. 

Rather, we have renounced secret and shameful ways; we do not use deception, nor do we distort the word of God.  

On the contrary, by setting forth the truth plainly we commend ourselves to every man's conscience in the 

sight of God. And even if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled to those who are perishing.  

The 'god this age' has blinded the minds of unbelievers, so that they cannot see the light of the gospel of 

the glory of Christ, who is the image of God. For we do not preach ourselves, but Jesus Christ as Lord, and ourselves 

as your servants for Jesus sake for God, who said, "Let light shine out of darkness", made his light shine in our 

hearts to give us the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Christ.  

The book 2 Corinthian also says – Don't Forget the Poor: Book second Corinthians presents a direct appeal 

for funds (Chapters 8-9). Jewish believers near Jerusalem were reportedly on the edge of starvation.  

St. Paul seized on the crisis as a perfect chance for Gentile believers to reach out in compassion and 

demonstrate their 'spiritual unity with Jewish believers'. The great leader 'Paul' used this opportunity to teach the 

new believers about the obligation and the privilege of giving.  

In these two 'chapters', so Paul outlines a Philosophy of believers giving, holding up Jesus Christ as a model. 

He explains the goal of such giving and the proper attitude of the givers. "Each man should give what he has decided 

in his heart to give, not reluctantly or under compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver" (2 Cor. 9:7).  

Dears, Let us become new through, 2 Corinthians 5:17-19. "Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new 

creation; the old has gone, the new has come! All this is from God, who reconciling us to himself through Christ and 

gave us the ministry of reconciliation: that God was reconciling the world to himself in Christ, not counting men's 

sins against them.  

St. Paul says, my message and my preaching were not with wise and persuasive words, but with a 

demonstration of the Spirit's power, so that your faith might not 'rest' on men's wisdom, but on God's power (2:3-4).  

To assure that his work would continue, He wrote 1Timothy near the end of his life. "I have no one else like 

him," Paul once wrote to timothy. (Philippians 2:19, 22). "Who takes a genuine interest in your welfare, For 

everyone looks out for his own interests, not those of Jesus Christ".  

St. Paul came to Corinth (1 Cor. 2:3).  

Dears, you and I have the greatest opportunity to serve the 'gospel' 



Timothy's Calling 

St. Paul special 'Timothy' calling to the ministry. Don't let anyone look down 

on you because you are young, but set an example for the believers (1 Timothy 4:12) 

To assure that his work would continue, St. Paul turned more and more to a few friends especially young 

Timothy and 'Titus'. He wrote them, instructions in the three letters. "I have no one else like him", He once wrote to 

Timothy. As a son with his father he has served work of the gospel. Into the prison, on the road – wherever 'Paul' 

went – Timothy followed to him. St. Paul advises in the letters, on such matters as worship procedures, false 

doctrines, the control of unruly women, and policies regarding widows, slaves and rich people. These letters, 

however, hints about super-spiritual living. St. Paul, not by being forceful and argumentative, but by living an 

exemplary life. He challenge to live a model life; it remains 1 Timothy chapter 1-4 a powerful prescription for our 

life. Chapter 1:5 My true son, "The goal of my command is love, which comes from a pure heart and a good 

conscience and a sincere faith. Some have wondered away from these and turned to meaningless talk.  

We know that the law is good if one uses it properly.We also know that law is made not for the 

righteous but for lawbreakers and rebels, the ungodly and sinful, the unholy and irreligious; for those who kill their 

fathers or mothers, for murders, for adulterers and perverts, for slave traders and liars and perjurers – and for 

whatever else is contrary to the sound doctrine that conforms to the 'glorious gospel' of the blessed God, which he 

entrusted to me". Dear, see the Lord's (verse 12+ I thank Christ Jesus our Lord, who has given me strength, that he 

considered me faithful, appointing me to his service. Even though I was once a blasphemer and a persecutor and a 

violent man, I was shown mercy because I acted in ignorance and unbelief… 

Timothy my son, this is good, and pleasing God our savior, who wants all men to be saved and to come to 

a knowledge of the truth. For there is one God and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus, who 

gave himself as a ransom for all men – the testimony given to its proper time. And for this purpose I was appointed 

a herald and an apostle – I am telling the truth, I am not lying – and a teacher of the true faith to the 'Gentiles' 

(Timothy 2:7). He wants to show the world understand the point of his message.  

He further writing to Timothy and to other believers, that physical training that results in excellence in 

some sport is good; but he says that if we concentrate on training ourselves in spiritual disciplines in godliness – that 

is much better. He also reminded 'Timothy' of his ordination, a commitment he had made long before. In 1 Timothy, 

He urges his loyal friend to become that model by accepting the discipline and hard work required. One of Satan's 

primary weapons against believers is the weapon of discouragement. Sometimes we feel that following Jesus is not 

worth the price. We lose our job, family does not understand; we suffer persecution. At times like these we need 

discipline. We need to study God's Word for encouragement.   

Instructions to Timothy in the Chapter 4: The spirit clearly says that in later times some will abandon the 

faith and follow deceiving spirits and things taught by demons. Such teachings come through hypocritical liars, 

whose consciences have been scared as with a hot iron. They forbid people to marry and order them to abstain from 

certain foods…….. do not let anyone look down on you, but set an example for the believers in speech, in life, in 

love, in faith and in purity.  

St. Paul wrote 1 Timothy near the end of his life: but further he wrote, until I come, devote yourself to the 

public reading of scripture, to preaching and to teaching. Do not neglect your gift, which was given you through a 

prophetic message when the body of elders laid their hands on you. Be diligent in these matters; give yourself 

wholly to them, so that everyone may see your progress. Watch your life and doctrine closely. Persevere in them, 

because if you do, you will save both yourself and your hearers.  

In the separate places in his letters to 'Timothy', St. Paul refers to his associate's special calling to the 

ministry that the house of God, which is the temple of the living God, the pillar and ground of the 'Truth'. Christ is 

the One Mediator between God and men (2:5) and "God was manifested in the flesh, justified in the spirit, seen by 

angels, preached among the Gentiles, believed on in the world, received up in glory" (3:16). He is the source of 

spiritual strength, faith, and love (1:12,14).  

He came into the world to save sinners (1:15) and "gave Himself 

a ransom for all" (2:6) as "the savior of all men, especially of those who believe" (4:10). 



THE FUTURE AS A GROWING STRUGGLE  

Paul Sees the End: I am already being poured out like a drink offering 

and the time has come for my departure 2 Timothy 4:6. 

Toward the end of his life, St. Paul viewed the future as a growing struggle. Immorality and false teaching would 

"spread like gangrene" (2:17). He urged the believers to counteract those forces with personal purity. He passed on, the 

world would never be the same. 2 Timothy. Chapter 4 : In the presence of God and of Christ Jesus, who will judge the 

living and the dead, and in view of his appearing and his 'kingdom', I give you this charge: Preach the word; be prepared 

in 'season' and out of season; correct, rebuke and encourage with great patience and careful instruction. For the time will 

come when men will not put up with sound doctrine, instead to suit their own desires, they will gather around them a great 

number of 'teaches' to say what their teaching ears want to hear. They will turn their ears away from the truth and turn 

aside to myths. But you, keep your head in all situations, endure hardship, do the work of an evangelist, discharge all the 

duties of your ministry.  

Chapter 2 : You then, my son, be strong in the grace that is in Christ Jesus. And the things you have heard me say 

in the presence of many witnesses entrust to reliable men who will also be qualified to teach others. Endure hardship with 

us like a good soldier of Christ Jesus. No one serving as a soldier gets involved in civilian affairs – he wants to please the 

commanding officer. Similarly, if anyone competes as an athlete, he does not receive the victor's crown unless he 

completes according to the rules. The hardworking former should be the first to receive a share of the crops. Reflect on 

what I am saying, for the Lord will give you insight into all this.  

Remember Jesus Christ, raised from the dead, descended from David. This is my gospel, for which I am 

suffering even to the point of being chained. Therefore I endure everything for the sake of the elect that they too may 

obtain the salvation that is in Christ Jesus, which eternal glory. Here is a trustworthy saying: If we dead with him, we will 

also live with him; if we endure, we will also reign with him. I we disown him, he will also disown us; if we are faithless, 

he will remain faithful, for he cannot disown himself. A workman approved by God: Keep remaining them of these things. 

Warm them before God against quarreling about words; it is of no value, and only ruins those who listen. Do your best to 

present yourself to God as one approved, a workman who does not need to be ashamed and who correctly handles the 

word of truth. Avoid Godless chatter, because those who indulge in it will become mere and more ungodly. Their teaching 

will spread like gangrene. Among them are Hymenaeus and Philetus, who have wandered away from the truth.  

They say that the resurrection has already taken place, and they destroy the faith of some. Nevertheless, God's 

solid foundation stands firm, sealed with the inscription. "The God knows those who are his", and "everyone who 

confesses the name of the Lord must turn away from wickedness." In a large house there are articles not only of gold and 

silver, but also of wood and clay; some are for noble purposes and some for ignoble. If a man cleanses himself from the 

latter, he will be an instrument for noble purposes, made hold, useful to the Master and prepared to do any good work. 

Flee the evil desires of youth, and pursue righteousness, faith, love and peace, alongwith those who call on the Lord out of 

a pure heart. Don't have anything to do with foolish and stupid arguments, because you now they produce quarrels. And 

the Lord's servant must not quarrel; instead, he must be kind to everyone able to teach, not resentful. Those who appose 

him he must gently instruct, in the hope that God will grant them repentance leading them to a knowledge of the truth, and 

that they will come to their senses and escape from the trap of the evil, who has taken them captive to do his will.  

Chapter 3 : But mark this : There will be terrible times in the last days. People will be lovers of themselves, 

lovers of money, boastful, proud, abusive, disobedient to their parents, ungrateful, unholy, without love, unforgiving, 

slanderous, without self-control, brutal, not lovers of the good, treacherous, rash, conceited lovers of pleasures rather then 

lovers of God having a form of goodliness but denying its power. Having nothing to do with them. They are the  kind who 

worm their way into homes and gain control over weak – willed women, who are loaded down with sins and are swayed 

by all kinds of evil desires, always learning but never able to acknowledged the truth.  

Just as Jannes and Jambres opposed Moses, so also these men oppose the truth. Paul's Charge to Timothy : You, 

however, know all about my teaching, my way of life, my purpose faith, patience, love, endurance, persecutions, 

sufferings – what kinds of things happened to me, Yet the Lord, Rescued me from all of them. My Beloved son 'Timothy' : 

Grace, mercy and peace from God the father and Christ Jesus our Lord. Therefore do not be ashamed of the testimony of 

our Lord nor of me His prisoner, but share with me in the suffering for the gospel according to the power of God.  

" For God has  not given us a spirit of fear,  

but of power  and of love and of a sound mind" (2 Timothy 1:7-8) 



IF ANY ONE IS IN CHRIST, HE IS NEW CREATION 

THE OLD HAS GONE, THE NEW HAS COME! 

Dears, as we know Jesus bridged between God and us, now we can come to God directly and boldly because of 

Christ. Christ’s coming and concentrates on the actual image that God sent to earth. Before Christ St. Paul grants, a 

mystery was kept hidden for many centuries.  

Book Colossians 1:26, he says, Bearing fruit in every good work, growing in the knowledge of God, being 

strengthened with all power according to his glorious might so that you may have great endurance and patience, and 

joyfully giving thanks to the Father, who has qualified to share in the inheritance of the saints in the kingdom of 

light.  

For he has rescued us form the dominion of darkness and brought us into the kingdom of the son he loves, in 

whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins. In the book of Ephesians 1:13, he says, “And you also were 

included in Christ when you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation. Having believed, you were 

marked in him with a seal, the promised of Holy Spirit”In the book of 2 Corinthians, St. Paul says, all this is from 

God, who reconciled us to himself through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation: that God was 

reconciling the world to himself in Christ, not counting men’s sins against them.  

And he has committed to us the message of reconciliation. In the book of Philippians 4:1- He says, “Therefore 

my brothers, you whom I love and long for, my joy and crown, that is now you should stand firm in the Lord, and 

rejoice in the Lord always.

Finally, brothers, whatever is true, whatever is noble, whatever is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, 

whatever is admirable- if anything is excellent or promise worthy -think about such things, and the God of peace 

will be with you.”In the book Ephesians Chapter 4, St. Paul wrote: “as a prisoner for the Lord, then, I urge you to 

live a life worthy of the calling you have received. Be completely humble and gentle, be patient, bearing with one 

another in love. Make every effort to keep the unity of the Spirit through the bond of peace.  

It was he who gave some to be apostle, some to be prophets, some to be evangelists, and some to be pastors and 

teachers, to prepare God’s people for works to service, so that the body of Christ may be built up until we all reach 

unity in the faith and in the knowledge of the son of God and become mature, attaining to the whole measure of the 

fullness of Christ.  

So be kind and compassionate to one another, forgiving each other, just as in Christ, God forgive you. And 

dears, in the book of Romans 8:35-39, he exalts us, that, “who shall separate us form the love of Christ? Shall 

trouble or hardship or persecution.”  

In the book of 1Timothy, chapter 1:12-17:  Paul wrote, “Thanks Christ Jesus our Lord, who has given me 

strength, that he considered me faithful, appointing me to his service. Even though I was once a blasphemer and a 

persecutor and a violent man, I was shown mercy because I acted in ignorance and unbelief.  

The grace of our Lord was poured out on me abundantly, along with the faith and love that are in Christ Jesus.  

Here a trustworthy saying that deserves full acceptance: Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners – of 

whom I am the worst. But for that very reason I was shown mercy so that in me, the worst of sinners, Christ Jesus 

might display his unlimited patience as an example for those who would believe on him and receive eternal life.” 

 Jesus says, “Those who eat my flesh and drink my blood, live in me and I in them” (John 6:56), “the bread 

which came down from heaven” (John 6:41, 51), the Redeemer who came among us in order to bring life to the 

world.

If in this life a man gains even the whole world, Jesus has said once, and yet loses his soul in that spiritual 

world, what will he be profited?  There is nothing in this world through which man can obtain true and eternal joy. The 

secret of true happiness, however, lies in the fact that one must surely know that the moment his soul is required, he is 

ready to enter God’s heaven to have eternal life. And this assurance comes to man only when he knows that God has 

forgiven him all his sins.

The first chapter of Genesis tells more than the story of creation. 

The chapter not only tells us about the origin of the world but tells us about the nature of God. 

Most of all, this chapter tells us that God is not some remote, untouchable force, but he is a Holy Spirit. He 

thinks, plans, talks, loves, and cares for what he has made.

Only 

God existed.  

Through the book of Genesis, I came to know why did God send the ‘Great Flood’ to cover the earth and why 

promise did God about the rainbow, why did Sarah laugh at God’s message. When she was 90 year old, angels 

visited Abraham and told that his Sarah would finally have a son. When Sarah hears the news she laughed “It is 

impossible! I am much too old to have a baby!”  

But God did what He promised. Sarah had a son, and she named him Isaac, Sarah said, “In my old age, God has 

made me laugh for joy!” After waiting so many years to have a son, Abraham loved Isaac dearly. As Isaac neared 

end of his life, he gave his blessing turning his power over to his Son (Jacob). After Jacob had lived with his uncle 

for twenty years, God told him to go back to the land. As he traveled with his large flocks, Jacob had to remember 

the evil things he had done to his brother.  

One night as Jacob rested an angel grabbed him, and they wrestled. No matter how hard the angel tried, he 

could not defeat Jacob. “I will not let you go.” Jacob said, “Until you bless me!” The angel blessed Jacob and gave 

him a new name, Israel.  

After his struggle with the angel, soon he saw his brother Esau coming to meet him, and Jacob trembled in fear. 

But Esau ran to his brother and cried tears of joy. The brothers exchanged many gifts, and from that day on, lived in 

peace with one another.  

The twelve sons of Jacob (Israel) come to live in Egypt, and I came to know how, the Israelites cross the Red 

Sea and the Lord provided food for the people in the wilderness, and God gave Moses the Ten Commandments. 

EXODUS (19:5-6) to help the people honor these laws, which were to govern their lives, and told Moses to build a 

special box and place the tablets of ten commandments inside and carry it.  

The ten basic laws of God are emphasized throughout the bible and are never cancelled. God spoke through His 

prophets giving the signs and events to come that would reveal the savior to those who were looking for His coming.

OLD TESTAMENT  

AND THE NEW TESTAMENT 

The Testament lays the historical foundation of the story of the human race, showing the sin and failure of men 

throughout the centuries and conveys the word of God through holy prophets, that man cannot save himself from sin 

by his own merit, but that God has promised to send a savior to fulfill all the promises of the Old Testament. The 

New Testament is the record of how God fulfilled his promises, how the promised savior has come, and how this 

message of Salvation is to be made known throughout the whole world. The first book is a Book of promise; the 

second is a record of fulfillment.  

This is the reason we have Gospels in the New Testament, and know the unique life of Jesus Christ. God 

inspired four men to write about Him from four different points of view. Mathew's Gospel was written primarily for 

Jewish readers, and is full of details which were in intense interest to men steeped in the books of the Old Testament 

prophets. Mark was written, of the life and work of Christ. The book Luke, record of this same story, in a manner 

that would have a great appeal for the scholarly and cultured… was presented in various ways which have combined 

to worldwide appeal for this story.  

The fourth Gospel was written by the Apostle John to convey to those who already believed the Gospel message, 

some of the deeper spiritual truths of the believer’s faith. A brief outline of Old Testament prophecy, concerning the 

coming ‘Messiah’ (Christ), at the very time that Adam and Eve sinned, God gave a very wonderful promise, the 

promise that from “The seed of the woman” God would one day raise up a Savior who would be victorious over ‘the 

serpent’ (i.e.  Satan). Dears, God did not create the world and then leave it to function on its own. He has been 

actively involved throughout history. Because of sin, humanity has been separated from a right relationship with 

God. God Himself is working in His world to bring about redemption of those who are lost and dying without Him. 

The Father is working through Christ to reconcile the world to Himself. For some reason, God has chosen to do His 

work through His people.  

God chose Abraham after the destruction of the great flood. God picked Abraham as the foundation of the new 

humanity. When we praise God, our thoughts turn back to the time when God (through Moses) freed them from 

slavery and gave them graciousness. They had done nothing to win their freedom; God had done it all. Similarly, we 

look back to Jesus death and resurrection which freed them from Sin’s slavery. God is true, and His unchanging 

promises were fulfilled so accurately in the coming of Jesus Christ 'Messiah' was promised for thousands of years.  

His death by crucifixion, resurrection foretold in the book Psalms, His place of birth foretold by prophet Micah 

(Micah 5:2) His death and burial given by prophet (Isaiah 53) and would save both Jew and Gentile become a 

blessing to the whole world (Isaiah 42:6) From a careful examination of the above, it becomes clear that in order for 

the Divine promises to be fulfilled, Jesus came, exactly as foretold! God’s prophets had also to foretell of a new 

kingdom ‘Church’ that one day would be established. And we found in the New Testament. In the early days, the 

apostles based upon the oral teaching of Jesus Christ.  

Under the guidance of the Holy Spirit, these writings of the apostles were brought together to form the New 

Testament. From that time, the believers believed that the Bible contained all that was necessary for salvation. Because 

their obedience to the teachings of the Bible produced such a marked change in their lives, in taking the subject of 'Sin' 

for an example, we find there are hundreds of references to the subject, “For there is no difference, for all have 

sinned and come short of the glory of God.” (Romans 3:23). The Bible teaches clearly sorrow, pain and death came 

as a result of Sin (Genesis 3:16, 19). Man was driven out from the presence of a Holy God. (Genesis 3:23, 24).  

Bible claims to be in the final and perfect revelation of God in Jesus Christ! Jesus is called "Son of God" not a 

physical or carnal sense, but a spiritual and eternal sense. All scripture is given by inspiration of God" under the 

guidance of the Holy Spirit, these writings of the apostles were brought together to form the New Testament God is 

sovereign, His word, endure forever!  St. Paul said, that “God has delivered us from the power of darkness, and has 

translated us into the kingdom of his son.” Our Lord Jesus promised in his day that he would establish his Church, 

the kingdom.

Now the kingdom comes out into the open. ‘The final hope’ was needed by its original readers in the first 

century and is still needed for us. God’s plan for the future in which the earth in its present situation will be with 

Love, Gracious, Holy, Loving, Faithful and good, and of the knowledge and His power; ruling in the hearts and in 

the progress of the ‘gospel’.  

Dears our Lord call us to continue the work which he had begun on earth more than 2,000 years before to 

complete to the special purpose of establishing God’s kingdom on the earth and bringing His peace of human kind.

When God came to ‘Noah’ to reveal what 

He was about to do. Similarly, God came to ‘Abraham’ and spoke to him because He had a purpose in mind. He was 

preparing to build a nation for Himself. This sequence is seen throughout the entire Bible: the Judges, David, the 

prophets, the disciples, and God spoke to St. John in Revelation.  With the scriptures as our guide, we know God can 

speak in unique ways, He speak to us also in the book Hebrews 1:1-2 “In the past God spoke to our forefathers 

through the prophets at many times and in various ways, but in these last days he has spoken to us by the Son, whom 

he appointed heir of all things, and through whom he made the Universe”.  

The book Hebrews tells, Christ is superior to any religious system, he has more honor than anyone else on earth. 

Therefore, since we have a great ‘High Priest’ who has gone through the heavens. Let us then approach the throne of 

grace with confidence, through faith so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help us in our time of need., 

Chapter 11 launches into a detail description of faith, complete with references. God does not give us guarantee a 

life of luxury, but by faith builds stronger character (Hebrew 10:38).  ‘Nehemiah’ holds a position of great 

responsibility. He is a position of trust and confidence as one of the king’s advisers. He is willing to give up the 

luxury and ease of the palace to help his people. He comes with a specific mission and fulfils it, and his life is 

characterized by prayerful dependence of God.  

Nehemiah Prayer: The words of Nehemiah, while I was in the Citadel of Susa, one of my brothers, came from 

Judah with some other men and I questioned them about the Jewish remnant that survived the exile, and also about 

Jerusalem. They said to me, “Those who survived the exile and are back in the province are in great trouble and 

disgrace. The wall of Jerusalem is broken down, and its gates have been burned with fire.” While I heard these 

things, I sat down and wept. For some days I mourned and fasted and prayed before the God of heaven (Nehemiah 

1:15-11; 6:9). In the chapter 2: the king asked, “Why does your face look so sad when you are not ill? This can be 

nothing but sadness of heart.”  

I said to the king, “May the king live forever! Why should my face not look sad when the city where my fathers 

are buried lies in ruins and its gate have been destroyed by fire? The gracious hand of my God was upon me…….. 

The king grants my requests.” Nehemiah focused on fighting ‘Sin’ and spiritual compromise, and turned to another 

source of power the ‘Word of God’. He challenges his countryman to arise and rebuild the shattered wall of 

Jerusalem. God returned Israel to the promised and how the walls were completed so quickly that God must have 

approved, and the worship of the temple was restored.  

‘Ezra’ and ‘Nehemiah’ work together to build the people spiritually and morally so that the restoration will be 

complete (Nehemiah 8:8). The Levites and Priests lead in a great prayer God’s past work of deliverance and loyalty 

on behalf of his people, some occasion fearful thoughts may race to our minds; the scriptures will prevent this also. 

In fact, the Bible will establish our total thought – life is we allow it to do so.  

In the book John chapter 14: Jesus said, “If you abide in My Word, you are My disciples indeed, and My Father 

will love you, and we will come to him make our home with him. “Behold the days are coming, the earth will 

produce beautiful harvest” (Amos 9:13). Jesus said, “You did not choose Me, but I chose you and appointed you to 

go and bear fruit, and that your fruit should remain.” (John 15:16).   

Dears let us; make ourselves, the soldier of Christ, and personal commitment to make a building the ‘Kingdom 

of Heaven, on earth.’ We all are created in the likeness of God. But it has arisen with the coming of Modern Science 

– finally man developed as the most advanced animal on earth. In contrast to this, the Bible teaches that man is 

totally unique among all of God’s creation. We are the only beings created in the image and likeness of God. We are 

given the capability of being friends of God, of talking with him as one person to other. All of the Old Testament’s 

presentation of God, centered on the belief that God had a plan.  

And even the claims of Christ – as central to the plan, human wisdom fell short of 

understanding how a wise and just God who was in control of everything could allow good people to suffer. 



KINGDOM OF GOD 

The angel told to Mary, Jesus’ mother. He will be great and will be called the Son of the Most High. 

The Lord God will give him the throne of his father David, and he will reign ……. for ever (Luke 1:32-33) 

Jesus on trial before the religious authorities, the high priest said to him, ‘I charge you under oath….. tell us if 

you are the Christ, the Son of God’. ‘Yes, it is as you say’, Jesus replied…… ‘In the future you will see the Son of 

Man sitting at the right hand of the Mighty One and, coming on the clouds of heaven’ (Matthew 26:63-64). The 

birth of Jesus was announced as the fulfillment of the ancient promise to King David.  

Dears, our Lord Jesus an announcement that the kingdom of God had arrived – with him, people were called to 

‘repent’ (change their ways). The truth is that, in the Bible, the word ‘church’ always means refers to believing 

people who may or may not meet in building. When St. Peter boldly acclaimed him as promised Messiah and Son of 

God, Jesus replied, “On this rock I will build my church (Matthew 16:13-20).  

Much of the Bible is devoted to example and instruction in believers living. This is more than mere morality; it 

is a matter of relationship with God. St. Peter calls it new birth into a living hope in future and St. Paul speaks of 

‘dead’ people coming to life with Christ. Jesus Christ was the most powerful leader, he spent his time heals the sick, 

not raising an army, but to please God. In the book Matthew chapter 13, St. Matthew collects several of the stories 

Jesus told to describe his “Kingdom of heaven”.  

The kingdom is so important, Jesus said, that belonging to it is worth selling everything a person owns. He said 

his kingdom doesn’t have any kind of boundaries, and he stressed that this new kingdom was a major advance in 

God’s Plan. On Jesus time, even an evil environment, his kingdom would show remarkable growth. It’s made up of 

people of all races and from all nations who loyally follow God’s will on earth.  

See the parable of Matthew 22:1-10; and chapter 25 Jesus saying, “The kingdom of heaven is like a king who 

prepared a wedding banquet for his son. He sent his servants to those who had been invited to the banquet to tell 

them to come, but they refused to come. Then he sent some servants and said, ‘Tell those who have been invited that 

I have prepared my dinner, and everything is ready. Come to the wedding banquet’.  

“But they paid no attention and went off – one to his field, another to his business….. Then he said to his 

servants, the wedding banquet is ready, but those I invited did not deserve to come. Go to the street corners and 

invite to the banquet anyone you find. So the servants went out into the streets and gathered all the people they could 

find, both good and bad, and the wedding hall was filled with guests.”  

In the chapter 25, the parable of the Ten Virgins: “At that time the kingdom of heaven will be like ten virgins 

who took their lamps and went out to meet the bridegroom. Five of them were foolish and five were wise. The 

foolish ones took their lamps but did not take any oil with them. The wise, however, took oil in jars along with their 

lamps. The bridegroom was long time in coming, and they became drowsy and fell asleep. At midnight the cry rang 

out: ‘Here’s the bridegroom! Come out to meet him!”  

“Then all the virgins woke up and trimmed their lamps. The foolish ones said to the wise, ‘Give us some of your 

oil; our lamps are going out.’ “No, ‘they replied, ‘there may not be enough for both us and you, instead, go to those 

who sell oil and buy some for yourselves.’  

“But while they were on their way to buy the oil, the bridegroom arrived. The virgins who were ready went in 

with him to the wedding banquet. And the door was shut. Later the other also came, ‘Sir! Sir!' they said. ‘Open the 

door for us!” “But he replied, ‘I tell you the truth, I don’t know you.’ “Therefore keep watch, because you do not 

know the day or the hour.”  

Dears, the New Testament reassures us that the Spirit give us the necessary will power to live victorious lives, 

for it is God who works in us to act according to his good purpose. God has poured out his love into our hearts by the 

Holy Spirit whom he has given us (Romans 5: 5). The laws given through Moses are laws for a healthy society.   

I will put my spirit in you, “and move you to  

follow my decrees and be careful to keep my laws’ (Ezekiel 36:27), 



TEN COMMANDMENTS 
 

The Laws of God   (Deuteronomy 5:1-21) 

The Ten Commandments are given to man by God to make man be happy 

While Israel was travelling in the wilderness the promise land, God gave Ten Commandments which were to 

govern their lives. Moses teaches that by obeying the laws of God there will be great blessings for them 

(Deuteronomy 6:1-19 and 28:1-6, 15-19). God gave the people ten laws that taught them to live as His holy people. 

The first four laws showed them how to live with God. The next six laws taught about getting along with other 

people. 1. I am the Lord your God. You must have no other god but Me. 2. You must not make any graven images. 3. 

You must not use My name carelessly. 4. Remember the Sabbath, My holy day. 5. Honor your mother and your 

father. 6. You must not kill. 7. You must be faithful in marriage. 8. You must not steal. 9. You must not tell lies. 10. 

You must not desire things that belong to your neighbor. 

 Most of the Ten Commandments were given in a negative form, “You shall not.” But each of these negative 

statements protects a privileged relationship between two people or a person and God. For example “Do not 

murder”. Human life is sacred and has enormous worth. Respect such life as the image of God, and defend it, other 

commandments protect marriage, private property, honesty, and the day yet aside to worship God.  

Prophet Moses have emphasized the laws more strongly. “These commandments that I give you today are to be 

upon your hearts,” he said. “Impress them on your children. Talk about them when you sit at home and when you 

walk along the road, when you lie down and when you get up “(Deuteronomy 6:6-7). He wanted to make sure that 

Israelites would not possibly forget the laws. History tells, after the death of the Moses, the LORD said to Joshua 

son of Nun, “As I was with Moses, so I will be with you. I will never leave you nor forsake you. Be strong and 

courageous, because you will lead these people to inherit the land I swore to their forefathers to give them. Be strong 

and very courageous. Be careful to obey all the law my servant Moses gave you, do not turn from it to the right or to 

the left, that you may be successful wherever you go. 

 Do not let this book of the law depart from your month; meditate on it day and night, so that you may be careful 

to do everything written in it. Then you will be prosperous and successful. Have I not command you? Be strong and 

courageous. Do not be terrified, do not be discouraged, for the Lord your God will be with your wherever you go.” 

(Joshua 1:1-9). St. Matthew makes his intention clear from the very first sentence: he collects Jesus arrival with the 

Old Testament storyline. The Role of the Name: The name of Jesus (Messiah) gives instant access of God’s throne. 

The authority of the name unlocks heaven’s door, the reality that He is the Son of God who became the son of man 

to make atonement for our sin and who defeated Satan forever. Praying in his name identifies us as having been 

redeemed by Christ. 

 To Pray in Jesus name is to pray in harmony with his character; in unity with his holiness, his love, his purposes 

and desires. The Bible says we can have the mind of Christ (1Cor 2:16) we must testify with St. Paul, “I have been 

crucified with Christ and I no longer live but Christ lives in me” (Gal. 1:20). To pray in Jesus name is to pray in His 

victory and in the fullness of His spirit; that if we ask anything according to his will, he hears us.” (1 John 5:14-15) 

Non-violence is about building positive relationship with all human beings – Relationship that are based on love, 

compassion, respect and understanding, “When Christ came as high priest of the good things that are already here, 

he sent through the greater and more perfect tabernacle that is not man – made, that is to say, not a part of this 

creations. He did not enter by means of the blood…”  

Dears, throughout the book of ‘Exodus’ I came to know that God had been revealing himself to Moses, and the 

story of tabernacle, which takes up one – third of ‘Exodus’, Reveals much about the character of God, and we can 

never to take lightly.And I was so amazingly, that same God who seemed so distant came never (Jesus). So the Old 

Testament is a history of Israel because they are the people - through whom God had chosen to reveal himself and 

his plan.The New Testament holds both truths in balance; we cannot have one without the other when Jesus had 

fulfilled the purposes of his coming and his dying. "God was reconciling the world to himself in Christ, not counting 

men's sins against them…. God made him who had no sin to be sin for us" (2 Corinthians 5:19-21). 

Jesus clarified his relationship to the Law of Moses 

“You have heard that it was said…” he begins, and then concludes, “but I tell you…” 



THE HOLY BIBLE PRESENTS PRACTICAL AND SPIRITUAL LESSONS 

The book of Joshua gives a fresh breeze of hope, 

Back it try to recapture the spirit of success, ‘Joshua’ shows how. And he hints at the tone to follow. 

“I will never leave you nor forsake you.” God promised. “Be careful to obey all the law my servant Moses gave 

you…. that you may be successful wherever you go.” God was dealing primarily with one particular nation, for a 

stated purpose. When the Messiah finally emerged out of that nation, everything changed. Jesus followers all lived 

in “promised Land”.  

In the very last words, Jesus commanded his disciples to go out away from Jerusalem. Go he told, not as 

conquering armies but rather as bearers of the good news that applies to all people, all races, and all nations. Anyone 

who looks to the book of Joshua must also look ahead to Jesus, and the Sermon on the Mount in the book of New 

Testament. In fact, Jesus chose suffering and death.  

Being inspired of God, St. Matthew traces the story of Christ from birth to his death, burial, and resurrection. He 

tells of some of the things that took place after his birth, and then gives us some of the details concerning his 

personal ministry. First we read in Matthew 4:1-11 concerning Jesus:  

In this chapter we know that Christ was victorious and the devil fled from him, never to so approach him again. 

The same devil or Satan lives today and that he continue to tempt people. St. Peter warns, “Be Sober, be vigilant: 

because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walk about, seeking whom he may devour.” (1Peter 5:8). He will 

not come to you or me known as the Satan, but he will come in various ways.  

He comes to tempt, to deceive, to mislead. Satan always comes to us at our weakest point. Our Lord Jesus Christ 

is not trying to destroy us but to save us in this world and to give us the hope at eternal life.  

SERMON on the MOUNT: gives an eye-witness account of the life of Christ. In Matthew chapter 5 through 

chapter 7, there is a wealth of material to be found in these chapters, and announce that to change not just the outside, 

but the inside. Jesus clarifies his relationship to the ‘Law of Moses’ given to Moses by God 'Exodus' 19-20, and  

repeats, Deuteronomy 5, and Jesus enlarge the same in the New Testament book 'Matthew' in chapter 5-7. Jesus 

disciples came to him, and he began to saying: “Do not think that I have to abolish the law of the prophets; I have not 

come to abolish them but to fulfill them.  

MURDER: “You have heard that it was said to the people long ago, ‘Do not murders, and anyone who murder 

will be subject to judgment.’ But I tell you that anyone who is angry with his brother will be subject to judgment. 

‘Therefore if you are offering your gift altar and there remember that your brother has something against you, leave 

your gift there in front go the altar. First go and be reconciled to your brother; then come and offer your gift’.  

AN EYE FOR AN EYE: “You have heard that it was said, ‘Eye for eye, and tooth for tooth’. But I tell you, do 

not resist on evil person. If someone strikes you on the right cheek, turn to him the other also.  

LOVE YOUR ENEMIES: “You have heard that it was said, ‘Love your neighbor and hate your enemy’. But I 

tell you; Love your enemies and pray for those who persecute you, that you may be sons of your Father in heaven. 

He causes his sun to rise on the evil and the good, and sends rain on the righteous and the unrighteous.  

Be perfect, therefore, as your heavenly Father is perfect.” St. Paul describes, and backs up with historical proofs 

in the book Romans chapters 4 and 5. He says, Christ’s death was not a new idea, an addition to the Old Testament. 

Rather, it was the completion of the law, and all found true fulfillment in Jesus Christ.  

The statement of the book Isaiah 61:1-2. He has sent me to bind up the broken – hearted, to proclaim freedom 

from the captives and release for the prisoners. In the New Testament, we see that only Jesus cares, that he provides, 

restores, guides and protects his people. God send a message “Come to Me” I will give you freedom from the 

slavery of Satan. Need Only Follow the Rules 

Therefore if anyone is in Christ,  

he is new creation: that old has gone, the new has come!

Solomon, 

David son, who was followed him as king of Israel. Solomon asked God to give him wisdom so that he could better 

lead the people. God answered Solomon’s prayer, and we have some of the greatest advise how to live (1King 

3:5-14; 1Choronicles 1:1-13).

The weapons, Jesus left us are, prayer, forgiveness, love, compassion and tolerance. Our Lord is not happy 

even though if we are getting victory after shedding blood. Atomic power is the most powerful creative force to 

man. When atomic power is used correctly it can create boundless energy.  

When it used the wrong way it destroys the life. Effect of war on people, on human life on environment on 

economic on children and women, and destroy culture and dear, and making world more divided, and angry. How 

we can celebrate victory! Jesus wanted always to be full of God’s flavour, ready to be useful to Him, and help make 

the world better.

GOD’S GREAT PROMISE TO KING DAVID 

This is what the LORD Almighty says:

Now I will make 

your name great, like the names of the greatest men of the earth.  

And I will provide a place for my people and will plant them so that they can have a home of their own and no 

longer be disturbed. Wicked people shall not oppress then any more, as they did at the beginning. I appointed 

leaders over my people, I will also give you rest from all your enemies.” Prophet Nathan reported to king David all 

the words of this. II Samuel 7:18-29 David’s prayer: Then King David went in and sat before the Lord, and he said: 

who am I, and what is my family, that you have brought me? For the sake your word and according to your will, you 

have done this great thing and made it known to your servant. How great are you.  

There is no-one like you and there is no God but you. And who is like your people Israel – the one nation on 

earth that God went out to redeem as a people for himself, and to make a name for himself and to perform great 

wonders by driving out nations and their gods from before your people, whom you redeemed from Egypt? Now be 

pleased to bless the house of your servant that it may continue forever in your light.” God’s promise to David, (2 

Samuel 7:16) this is what the LORD Almighty says: “I took you from the pasture and from following the flock to be 

ruler over my people.”  

King David was also gifted poet. His many songs and poems have been preserved in the book of Psalms. A 

Psalm of King David 67, “May God be gracious to us and bless us and make his face shine upon us, that your ways 

may be known on earth, your salvation among all nations. May the nations be glad and sing for joy, for you rule the 

peoples justly and guide the nations of the earth.” David was to father a live of notable descendants as the genealogy 

of our Lord in Matthew’s Gospel shows (Matthew 1:1-17). And the people look back to his reign as the golden age 

of Israel. They also looked forward to the time when Messiah (or Christ,) would appear in the family of David to 

rule forever.

Jesus came on this earth as a humble servant to meet the needs of God’s lost and 

dying world. When Jesus came, saw much people, and was moved with compassion towards them, because they 

were as sheep not having a shepherd (John 11:35). He became a shepherd to the lost sheep. He became a savior to 

the doomed. He healed the sick and poor. Jesus said, Come to Me, I will give you ‘rest’. I am the bread of life, Joy, 

inner peace and financial freedom.  

God is wonderful! His faithfulness continues through all generations. History tells, a great leader ‘Nehemiah’, 

focused on spiritual compromised, because the effect of ‘war’ destroy the whole environment on economic. ‘Ezra’ 

and Nehemiah’ worked together to build the people spiritually and morally, so that restoration will be complete, and 

make effort to enter that ‘rest’ based on principles of right behavior, and back on the original condition.
